In re-
cent weeks there have been success-
ful test firings of the first stage of
the American Vanguard satellite
launching rocket and of certain bal-
listic missile assemblies. The Farside

also been successfully launched at
an altitude of over 3,000 miles. But

encouraging as these development:
are, they cannot be compared with
the Soviet success in integrating its
missile-satellite program.

One would have more confidence
in Mr. Dulles’ opinions if he were to
face facts honestly, especially the
unpleasant ones. He could have told
the press conference that the advent
of Sputnik II has given added ur-
gency to efforts to strengthen the
North Atlantic Alliance, to forge
more solid ties with Britain, and to
increase the free exchange of natural
science data and know -how with
Britain and the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization powers. The
December session of the NATO coun-
cil in Paris, which President Eisen-
hower will attend, looms as more
important than ever and the U.S.
State Secretary could have empha-
sized this fact in words that would
have brought encouragement to free
nations everywhere. Ohly strong
leadership can retrieve the balance
against us today, and as we weigh
Mr. Dulles’ ineptitudes against the
challenge of these jolting times we
think regretfully of what a wartime
Winston Churchill would be saying
in his place

Rare Qualifications

The news that Governor General
Massey has been asked to continue
in office for at least another vear
will, we imagine, be welcomed by
most Canadians.

Mr. Massey has made an excel-
lent representative of the Queen. He
has many intellectual gifts, a thor-
ough knowledge of parliamentary
procedures, a good understanding of
Canadian life in all its aspects and,
withal, a dignity and charm which
go well with his exalted position. He
is one of those relatively rare souls
who can “walk with kings nor lose
the common touch.” And all thest
gifts and talents he has devoted to
the service of his Sovereign and of
the Canadian people, unstintingly.

Mr. Massey's extension of tenure
will make many Canadians wonder
why he should not be invited to stay

on indefinitely—so long, that is, as
he is willing to bear the responsibil-
ity and his health remains good
What particular need is there for
making a new appointment every
five or six years? The fact that that
has been the custom does not neces-
sarily mean that it has any special
merit. A tradition of this nature is.
of course, not to be disregarded
lightly. But it is not sacrosanct, n_nd
there are times when it may be wise
to let a well considered precedent
take its place. Perhaps this is one
of those times.

Picking Potatoes

This Island is not the only place
where farmers are divided in their
opinions regarding the value of a
potato marketing board. According
to a report from London, a some-
what similar situation exists in Eng-
land. There, a national board mar-
kets the potatoes, attends to improv-
ing the quality, sets production
quotas, establishes prices and even
provides extra labour for harvesting.
At least, these are its official func-
tions. But lately the farmers have
been complaining that the board
doesn’t do any of these things prop-
erlv. A specific complaint is that
the board has been lax in finding
volunteers to aid in the harvesting.

As is customary when any dis-
pute is under way, the newspapers
have been swamped with “letters to
the editor,” most of them chiding
the board for its failures, a few
saying a kind word for the officials.
The London Daily Express, which is
never hesitant about suggesting solu-
tions for problems which come to
its attention—and what problem
doesn’'t >—thought that the solution
to the labour shortage was to be
found in the personnel of the board
itself. “There are 600 persons work-
ing for the marketing board,” it
stated editorially. “Let them put
down their pens and get out and
pick up potatoes.”

The report does not say how the
600 reacted to the suggestion. But
it isn't likely that they thought too
highly of it
