President Van Horne of the C.'P. R,
than whom no better authority on rail-
road matters exists in Canada, was inter-
viewed a few days ago respecting the
working of the Intercolonial Railway.
Mr. Van Horne said :(—

«Possibly and probably a good deal can
be done by cutting down expenses. This,
in fact, is always possible for a time on
any railway that has been well maintained.
But my opinion is that the success of the
Intercolonial Railway, as of any other
road, must come from the buildlng up of
its traffic rather than by gutting down
expenses. I may also say that the extent
to which expenses can be reduced is very
limited ; yet the extent to. which traffic
can be developed is practically unlimit-d.
My experience goes to show that reduc-
tion in the number of employees and re-
duction of wages renders good manage-
ment scarcely possible, as such pqllc,y'
tends to in¢ flicient if not disloyal service.

We commend these remarks to the
Minister of Railways, who is now on 3a
tour of inspection of the I.C.R. The
The policy which has been adopted re-
garding the Island railroad is directly the
opposite to that favored by President Van
Horne. Men who have given the best of
their years and ability to the service of
the government have been turned adrifc
from the Island railroad heartlessly and
unfairly, and if President Van Horne is
right, against the best interests of the
road. The Minister of Railways is ex-
pected to visit the Island shortly. Itis
to be hoped-he will be led to ses"some of
the injustice his department has been
guilty of.

Our r Beds
e

The Department of Marine and Fisher-
ies are taking steps for the preservation
and extension of the oyster beds of the
Maritime Provinces. Reckless and in-
ordinate modes of fishing have prevailed
with disastrous effects and this move of
the government will no doubt save this
important industry. A conference of
fishery iospectors  was held  at
Ottawa in April, 1891, among the recom-
mendations of that conference being the
prohibition of mud digging within 200
yds of any live oyster bed, subdivision of
productive beds into three sections to be
fished alternate years, and the restocking
of old and depleted beds. An appropri-
ation of $3000 was voted by parliament
for the survey of oyster beds and a start
has been made at Shediac, where 270
acres of water area have been set apart
for the purpose of carrying on natural and
arti€ial reproduction. Petitions have,
in fact, been received for Tthe setting
apart, survey and restocking of the fol-
lowing waters:

Shediac Harbor, Baie Verte and Tid-
nish, in the province of New Brunswick.

Eastern harbor, Cheticamp, Fader’s
Pond on the south side of St. Aun’s Bay,
Sydney River, Lingan Bay, Mira
Bay, Catalone Bay, Kast Bay and
Big Glace Bay, in the Province of Nova
Scotia.

Summerside harbor, Orwell Bay, En-
more West, and Winter Rivers, in the
Proviace of Prince Edward Island.

Two experts were brought from Eng-
land a few weeks ago, and the work has
since been progressing very satisfactorily
under their supervision. A system of
licensing grounds, especially for oyster
planting, has also been devised similar
to that in force in France and other Euro-
pean countries, and also in some of the
United States. Certain areas in San
