“No one can claim an inher-
ent right to' walk into your sit-
ting - room. and start teliing
dirty stories. Yet is not tliat
very close to what has becn
happening?” said Mr. Thol
son.

SEVEN-MEMBER BOARD

The Social Credit leader s
broadcasting formula calls for
appointment of a seven-member
Board of Broadcast Governors.
There would be a chairmai,
three members appointed oy
the government, and three by
the radio and TV advisory coun-
cil. The board would be respon:
sible for l":cn.i!ng all forms of
communications.

The CBC would pay for the
cost of production of CBC cua-
tent requirements, and also sub-
sidize actual cost of broadcast-
ing of certain cultural, educa-
tional, sports, news and poiiti-
cal programs.
