“Taking the actions of a man to be the
standard of his motives, it is impossible to
look at his public conduct and the steps he
has taken in placing and providing for his
children (all of whom, with their wives and
husbands, hold lucrative positions in the
army) and establishing a family prestige all
over the world, without coming to the con-
clusion that however pure and disinterested
might have been his original motives, the
once humble and assiduous street-preacher
has developed into an autocratic, self-
opmionated, austere, and despotic ruler
over a people wholly given up to his domin-
ation, and swayed in life, thought and
action by his personal will. A mutilated
Bible from the General's hands is the
*Daily Guide Book' of the soldier, and bis
Doctrines and Discipline and General Or-
ders are their rule of life.”

Referring to the absolute control of the
funds and property swayed by Mr. Booth,
the author quotes Mr. Coombs, the Caua-
dian Commissioner as saying: “‘All is made
over to the General, indeed so absolutely
that I much question if a friend left me a
legacy of $1,000, 1 could legally retain it
for myself and family.”
