“eLeC IRIC STROKZ.

't Affeets the Workman as Does Fierce Sun
Heat,

One of the most extraordinary modern
i es is a peculiar affection, most aptly
crmed electric sunstroke, which not in-
lrequently befalls workmen employed in
selting metals by means of electricity.
it appears from observations made at
the great steel and iron works at Crenzot,
taat the intense voltaic arc between the
carbon and the metal to be melted emits
~ays which, even at » distance of ten
weters, produce a painful, hot, prickling
sensation, like that of a burn,on such un-
covered portions of the body as the
rnroat, face and, more especially, fore-
head.

The skin of the parts affected becomes
either copper colored or assumes a bronze
huo; the eyes, in spite of black glasses,
are so intensely dazzled asz to be useless

for some minutes, after which xanthop-
cia (vellow vision) sets in, everything ap
pearing saffron colored, the conjunctives
are inilamed, and there is a gritty feeling
as of sand under the evelids. There is
frequently  great pain, accompanied
often by sleeplessness, and, in some in-
stances, fever.

After a few days these symptoms sub-
side, the skin of the aflected parts peels,
and the patient is restorad to heaith.
Now, the reinarkable thing about all
this is that very little heat is radiated
from the electric arc used; all the trou-
ble arises from the light rays. and al-
thongh it has not yet been experiment-
ally proved, there can be little dombt
that the blue and violet, that is, the
ghewmigal vays are to blame.

Measuring an Odor,

Fugene Mesnard, a French botanist,
is reputed to have discovered a simple
and easy method of measuring the in-
tensity of an odor. He takes advantage
of the delicate qualitative power of the
sepso pf smell—that is, of its ability wo
discriminate between odors, be they
different only by a very little. He finds
that if some very characteristic odor be
mingled with the ope to be measured
there is a certain polnt where they bal-
ance, and form what he calls a ‘‘neutral
odor.’* In this state the addition of &
minute quantity of elther geent causes
that one to predominate. The way M.
Mesnard goes about making his measure-
ment is to continue under a bell glass
the perfume whose intensity s to be as-
enrtaiped, or the object that gives it off,
say a buneh of yiolets. The odor of tur-
pentine is pumped in by squeezing a rub-
ber bulb till the ‘‘neutral odop” 18 ob-
tained, the experimenter observing care-
fully the developments by smelling
through a oconnecting gnbe. Then the
mixed scents are admitted, gradually,
{nto a jor containing lowing phosphor-

ous. 'The amount adihitted is registercd
Ly the turns of a handle, and the num-
ber of turns necessary to put out the
phosphorus glves the measure of the
quantity of turpentine, and hence the
intensity of she odor that was neutral-
ized by it. The faculty of smelling is
comparatively feeble in the human being,
and it is suggested that if such measure-
ments as these are to be systematically
and continuously made a great increase
in the delicacy of olfactory nerves may
be looked for in those who perform them.
