But they lack
capital, and the community hasn’t the
public spirit to combine and provide the
means required to erect and start a first
class hotel. So, though nature has
specially favored the Island, we lose a
large proportion of the profits accruing
to a Summer Resort, QOur steamers,
railways and stores lose thousands of
dollars every year.

Industrial Education at Home

SoMETHING like a new departure in
education, or perhaps we should say an
experiment, has been successfully tried at
Salem, Mass., this season. An exhibi-
tion of about 150 articles made by the
pupils of the Bowditch Grammar School,
was an agreeablesurprise to every ove of
the many who attended. All the articles
were made at home by the children of
the school, without any hope of reward
or idea that the grticles would be publicly
exhibited. The only assistance which
the pupils received was in the way of
suggestions from teachers avd parents.
The first movement was made about five
months ago. Some idea of what has
been manufactured, may be gathered
from the mention of a few sawmple
articles : waste baskets,mats,a full dress,
tidies, aprons, scarfs, pillow-cases, darn-
ing, quilts, button-holes, sofa-pillows,

paintings etc.. from the girls. The boys
made engines, chairs, cabinets, bird-
houses, boxes, drawings, boots and

curried leather, besides many other
things. The girls also exhibited some
excellent specimens of plaiv aod fancy
enoking, and the loaves of beautiful, and
delicious bread, made by the little girls
would do credit to the best house-
keeders. One loaf especially took a
prize. Perhaps nothiog in the exhibi.
tion showed more skill than the large
side of leather which one little fellow
tanned, curried and finished with his
own hands. It is said that industrial
work will be taken up in several other of
the schools of Salem another season.
This is what may be called real practi-
cal education. As a rule, education on
this Continent has had a tendency to
make pupils dissatisfied with iodustrial
occupations. This fact has been receiv-
ing much attention amongst the thought-
ful in the United States, and the ex-
periment we here chronicle is one of the
outcomes of the discussion which has
taken place on the subject. The experi-
ment, it appears to us, has one import-
sot feature. It will have a tendency to
develop and make known the natura)
bent of young people for an occupation.
Mayy wistakes are made by parents
and others in choosing for ybung folks
occupations in life for which they are
utterly disqualiied. They often make
& poor parson of one who would have
made an excellent blacksmith, or 4 brief-

St. Swithin’s Day.

To vay, July 15, is ominous; for *‘if it
rains} on St. Swithin's.Day there will be |
rain the next forty days afterwards.” S, |
Swithin  (or Swithnm aceording” to his
Saxon name) was of the parentage. Hoe
received the tonsure in the church at Win-
chester, England, and became a monk in
the old monastery there, of which after
being ordained priest, he was made Provost |
or Dean. For his learning and virine, |
Egbert, King of England, appointed him
his priest. He was tutor to Kthelwoll, who
on ascending the Throne, procured for |
Swithin the Bishopric of Winchester, |
anno 8H2. |

St. Swithin established Tithes iu ’
England, and Ethelwolf enucted a|
law by which a tenth of the land
was given to the church, on con-
dition that the king should have a prayer |
said for his soul every Wednesday in all the |
churches forever.  This character was
placed by Ethelwolf on the altar of St.
Peters, at Rome, in a pilgrimage there, and |
the Pope confirmed it. St. Swithin died |
July 2, 862.

The reason for expecting rain on S
Swithin's Day, rests on the following :—St.
Swithin desired that he might be buried 1
| the churchyard, and was so. After-
| wards, however, when he was cancnized,
some monks determived to. remove his
remains to the chancel of the Minster, and
appointed the 15th of July for the proceed-
ing, but it rained so violently on that day,
and for forty days after,that the design was
regarded as heretical and blasphemous, and
abandoned ; but, instead, a chapel was
erected over his grave, at which many
miracles are said to have been wrought.

‘St Swichin’s Day ! if you thou raine,

For forty days 'twill so remaine ;

~t. Swithia’s Day ! if thou be faire,

For forty days 'twill raine na maire.”

A pleasant conceit is stili noted in some
part of England when it rains on the 15th
of July, which supposes tha: the good
Bishop is ¢ christening the apples.”
