CBC OUTLINES STAND

The CBC has sent each card
writers a form letter outlining why
the program cannot be carried by
its stations.

The letter reads in part:

“ . . . We want you to know
that we would be happy to carry
the program on a non-sponsored
basis if this could be done.

“It has been a long - standing
policy of the CBC not to allow
religious broadcasts ‘to be com-
mercially - sponsored on its net-
works, but instead to allocate
time for religious broadcastisg
free of charge as fairly as possible
among the major denominations.
This policy was adopted on the
advice of our National Religious
Advisory Council. . . ."”

A CBC official said there is no
indication that the present regu-
lation will be changed. However,
he said he understands that a num-
ber of suggestions will be con-
sidered by the council at its next
meeting Sept. 9.

Government policy reserves a
number of areas, including Hal-
ifax, Ottawa. Montreal, Toronto,
Winnipeg and Vancouver, to CBC-
TV stations. The council may con-
sider whether the ban on spon-
sored religious broadcasts by these
stations is unfair to the people
of the reserved areas when pri-
vately-owned stations may broad-
cast such programs in other cities.

They shipped more full-fashioned
hesiery for m'lady, but found less
of a market for the seamless var-
lety. They increased production of
underslips, but  shipped fewer
sweaters and gloves.

In all, factory shipments of Can-
ada's hosiery and knitted goods
industries totalled $162.820,000 down
from $169,720.000 in 1951, the bur-
eau of statistics reported Monday
In its annual survey.

The number of factories dropped
to 288 from 295; employment de-
clined to 23,234 from 25,188: pay-
rolls to $48,962,000 from $46,000,-
000; material costs to $80,373,000
from $84,402,000.

Full-fashioned hosiery shipments
rose to 3,814,594 dozen palrs from
3,685.088 in 1951, but the flow of
seamless hosiery dropped to 6,070,-
591 from 6,423,520.

Combination underwear produc-
tion eased to 423.255 dozen from
440,766, but separate underwear
shipments rose to 2,674,783 from
2,461,773,

The underslip market encouraged
a production rise to 105347 from
101,192 dozen, but the pullover
market dropped and shipments o>f
sweaters, cardigans and pullovers
eased to 877,520 dozen from 957,026.

Output of knitted gloves and
mittens dropped to 252,418 dozen
palrs from 300,889 and fabric gloves
and mittens to 61,546 from 65,475.

LAST EFFORT FAILS

Mendes - France reluctantly
agreed to the new postponement
if parliament approved it, and the
influential assembly foreign af-
fairs commission backed the plan
Monday by a vote of 24 to 20.
But the last-gasp effort died out
Monday after an eloquent appeal
for rejection of EDC by 82-year-
old Radical party statesman Ed-
ouard Herriot.

Speaking ‘‘very solemnly — at
the end of my life,” the ailing,
moderate statesman emeritus told
the deputies the treaty, with its
provisions for West German re-
armament and supra-national auth-
ority, would mean ‘the end of
France'" and could drive Germany
into the arms of Russia.

Herriot recalled between fits of
coughing that in 1924 he had been
responsible for re-establishment of

diplomatic relations between
France and Russia.
“Since 1924,” he asserted, ‘1

have had no difficulty with Rus-
sia."” !

He said his main reason for
absolutely opposing EDC was that
this was ‘“a dangerous innovation
in French foreign policy which 1
do not accept.”

CLOSER TIE-UP ESSENTIAL
Herriot, resuming his seat in the
assembly for the first time since
the Second World War to oppose
the treaty, said that the United
States and British declarations of
support attached to EDC did not
constitute the close tie-up from
them which he considered essen-
tial.

Herriot was answered by Social-
ist Christian Pineau, who pleaded
for one last attempt to amend the
treaty into a form acceptable to
all six powers. He drew loud ap-
plause when he said the German-
Russian non - aggression pact of
1939 contradicted Herriot's claim
of ‘“‘no difficulty’’ with the Rus:
sians.

The vote which followed, how-
ever, overwhelmingly backed Her-
riot's impassioned appeal.

The appeal brought immediate
repercussion in Mendes-France's
cabinet Monday night. Labor Min-
ister Eugene Claudius Petit, an
EDC supporter, announced he will
resign today and said Justice Min-
ister Emile Hugues and Industrial
Minister Maurice Bourges-Maun-
oury, would probably resign also.
All three are members of Mendes-
France's Radical party.
