The Iroquois Indians of New
York State were pipe makers par
excellent. First they took a bent
willow twig and wrapped grass
around the upturned end. This
served as a core for the pipestem
and bowl. Finely powdered clay
reinforced with clam shell was
mixed with water, and moulded
into whatever shape was desired.
It was then dried and glazed, The
burning ate out the green core
leaving an opening through the
stem and bowl so that the pipe
could be smoked.
