EDMONTON (CP) — Ed
Eskimos, their split - T offensive

A bitterly-cold wind, gusting to
35 miles an hour, swept Clarke
Stadium and chilled a record Ed-
mopton crowd of 22,461 persons
who watched Eskimos score a
touchdown on the d play of
the’ game, then romp over Rough-
riders to their third-straight west-
ern championship and their fourth
in five years.

Eskimos, in good health after
the game, now seek a third con
setutive victory over Alouettes,
having beaten them 26-25 in Tor-
onto in 1954 and 34-19 in Van-
eouver last year for the Canadian
