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Boston's Prison
Rebellion Ends

BOSTON (AP)—Four long-term
convicts, who held five guards hos-
tage in Massachusetts state prison
for 3 days In a desperate bid
tor freedom, surrendered meekly
Friday to a seven-man civilian
committee.

The committee, through its spok-
esman, Erwin D..Canham, editor
of the Christian Science Monitor,
sald no ‘bargain or deal’ was
made.

The convicts were promised only
that evrything will be done to
work with state officials ‘‘to get
something 8o that these convicts
would have some hope for the fu-
ture.

NONE HARMED

The four, who had offered to
trade the lives of their hostages
tor a getaway car and a clear
path to freedom, gave up their
pistols and knives and released the
guards and &ix other prisoners who
were held against their wishes in
the solitary cell block of the anti-
quated 150-year-old prison. None
was harmed.

The men are Theodore (Teedy)

Green, bank robber and jail
breaker; Walter Balben, robber-
gunman; rapist Joseph Flaherty,

and cop killer Fritz Swenson.

Green had warned during the
siege that for “every shot fired at
us, a guard dies."”

FOOD FOR HOSTAGES

The hostages were served hot

meals daily with the acquiescence
of their captors and under the
stipulation the convicts would not
touch the food. The chaplains saw
that the food went only to the hos-
tages. The prisoners had a limited
amount of food in the solitary cell
block,

The siege ended just short of 82
hours. The outburst started early
Tuesday morning when the four
convicts sawed their way out of
their cells and seized the guards
after failing to escape with the aid
of a makeshift ladder.

WEPT DURING MEETING

The rebels made things quite
comfortable for the committee dur-
ing the negotiations. Canham said:
‘“We found a most amazing scene—
11 chairs in a neat circle with a
table in the centre and a pad and
pencils — facilities for a well-or-
ganized conference.”

The committeman related that
Green, named at the outset as the
ringleader in the revolt, wept dur-
ing the negotiations. On Wednes-
day he had turned down the per-
sonal plea of his own daughter,
Barbara, 17, to surrender, .

Father Hartigan, who heard the
confessions of four Catholic guards
shortly after they were captured,
said he and Dr. Maerlin had come
to the conclusion that the chiet
grievance of the convicts was that
they had no hope in life.
