view to-day, Justin McCarthy, who
arrived - this nmorning, declared that his
idea in.coming herc was ‘to inform Mr.

Mr. McCarthy said he be-
lieved that in view of Mr. Parnell's de-
clarations after the Kilkenny election all
idea of reconciliation between the two
factions of the Irish party must be aban-
doned. Mr. O'Brien, he said, was evi-
dently a patriot and wmight have left
America with the intention of effecting a
reconciliation, but events since his de-
parture would cause him to find this im-
possible. Even negotiations were hardly
ible,. he added, as mo basis for »
settlement of the dispute existed, Parnell -
having refused to acept the result of the
Kilkenny election as a verdict and de-
clined to abandon the leadership. The
Nationalists, said Mr. McCarthy, “‘will -
never consent to Parnell’s retention of
the Irish leadership. Some of the Par-
nellites are lukewarm in their adherence
and only stick to Paraell through a feel-
ing of chivalry. It is likely that some
will become detached in order to join
' Mr. O'Brien when his decision is known.
‘After he had a talk with O'Brien, he -
would return to England and await the
result of the conference between O'Brien
and Parnell. The outcome of that con-
ference would. constitute a final ground
of action on -the part of the nationalists.
