R.C.AF. Base

‘The past week was officially
designated as- National Library
Week and reports indicate that
many communities made an ef-
fort to stimulate greater interest
among local residents in their
libraries, with the gratifying re-
sult that many new names were
added to library lists, and many
more books are in circulation
among both new and former mem-
bers,

A visit to the library at the
R.CAF. base at Summerside re-
veals one of the finest libraries
of its kind and size that may be
found on Prince Edward Island.

Although not directly connect-
ed with the Provincial public
library system that is so familiar

‘| throughout the Province, its pur-

pose and internal organization is
similar,

The library {s in charge of a
full time librarian, Miss Auldine
Arsenault of Summerside, who has
acted in the capacity of librarian
at the RC.AF. Statlon for the
past two years.

The library is housed in an at-
tractive building, the deminsions
of which are about 60 by 25 feet.

It is comfortably heated and
adequate lighting is provided by
many windows and by fluorescent
lighting. The walls and ceiling
are in white, and the floor is of
nicely polished hardwood.

The library contains several
large bookstands and magazine
racks on which are neatly ar-
ranged an excellent assortment
of books and magazines. The pro-
vision of reading tables, comfort-
able chairs and lounges completes
this very pleasant atmosphere
and the use of this library is
free of charge to all Air Force
personnel, their wives and fam-
ilies during library hours every
week on Monday through Fri-
day from 11.00 am. to 930 p.m.

In this library can be found the
latest copies of leading Canadian
daily newspapers from Vancouver
to Charlottetown, and also latest
publications of the leading Cana-
dian and American magazines
and periodicals
