The tunoel must
come and the sooner the better - The
undertaking will cost a lot of money.
It took considerable cash to build the
C. P. R. in order that the terms with
British Columbia be fulfilled. Three
miliions of dollars have alreidy been
spentonan experiment—the Chignecto
Ship Railway —and mere i3 demand-
ed before the work is completed and
the feasibility of the scheme made
known. Five millions of dollars have
been voted for the Soulanges Canal,
_which is to ran paraleli with one now
in operation. The tunnel is a neces-
gity. Itis not an experiment or an
election kite and the government
should undertake the work at oncs.
5 OQur representatives in parliament
we trust, will impress the importance
_of this much needed undertaking upon
“the government.

Alcoholic Liquors.

We have seen and heard much of the
effects of alevholic liquors on the human
system ; let us look for a few moments at
the ivfluence that leads to their use.

These influences are found in almost
every community and in a great many
forms, which often prove too strong for
the boys and gicls giing out from the
home, uuless fortified by staunch home
training in temperance. Children may be
tanght the principles of religion in their
homes, but let them once see that their
parents are careless in.regard to this
question of temperance, even though not
directly opposed to it, and the influence
is almost sure to follow them through
life, and will consequently lead them to
use the poison which they would other-
wise have shunned had they been warned
of its evils by those who had the care
over them. How many fathers and
mothers there are today, who are mourn-
ing over sons aud daughters lost to them
through strong drink, who can, if they
will, look back'to the time Jvhen those
children weré pure and unstained

hands and influenced by their own exam-
ple to deink the poison, who may blame
their own folly for the ruined hopes and
prospects of those near and dear to them.

If psrents would only think seriously
of the responsibility laid upon them when
bringing up a child, we feel that they
would not put temptations in his way
that would darken his future and wreck
his happiness for life.

None but those who have experienced
know how sensitive most boys are to ridi-
cule, or how hard it is to oppose their
compaaions when asked to join in their
amusements however questionable they
may be. How earnestly then should pa-
rents and teachers strive to impress upon
the minds of the young boys that they
cannot mingle in any degree with those
who have formed ' bad habits and yet go
unspotted themselves.

One of the first of these habits learned
is smoking; anl it is almost invari-
followed by drinking- and
gambling, to say nothing of pro-
fmuy. To the untaught boy, what
a feeling ‘of conceit takes possession of
him when Mhe has mastered the nauseous
qualities of the tobacco, and can smoke
his pipe with ease and comfort. He feels
at-once that he is a man, and ready to be|-
admitted to the society of men ; and
where will he be more readily admitted to
their society than at saloons and drink-
ing-houses where he is at once made te
feel at Lome, and is welcome to join them
in & @rink, a smoke, and & game of cards ;
while to his mother and others like-mind-
ed the sight of him with a pipe in his

is the fact that their fathers and other
Christians advocate the sale of it. They
vote for it and license it to be sold iu their
midst and thus say that it is right to drink
it.

God grant that the
time is not far distant when men will see
that intemperance is a curse and blight
to our land that they will not endure and
will rise and drive it out for ever.
