From the standpoint of a breeder
the sale illustrated some of the
prcblems there will be in procur-
ing commercial lots of pelts in this
type of mink, These problems ure
by no means small and for those
who are considering going into
Sapphires and ngt having pro-
gressed to the stage where they
have hybrids bred to the produc-
tion of Sapphires we wou'd sug-
gest that they give sericus consid-
eration before making any definite
steps. A careful breeder can pro-
duce highly satisfactory Sapphires
that will be very profitable to him
but the casual breeder may find
that the only money in the Sap-
phire business is the money that

he invests.
