Organized in 1926 the Summer-
iide Curling Club has had its uns
wnd downs like the other clubs in
ahe Province, It was formed with
the encouragement of a group of
commercial travellers and visiting
business men. Outstanding among
these was was Mr. M. P, Titus, now
proprietor of the Clifton Hotel,
summerside,

1t is recorded that after a num-
ber of practice games on the ice
cf the skating rink, the Club de-
cided to purchase the old Crystal
Rink on St. Stephen Street, which
vemained the home of the curling
club until 1948. The membyership
of the Club ccntinued at an aver-
age of from 60 to 90, but Interest
noticeably lagged in the '40's. Three
successive warm winters made play-
ing nights few and uncertain, and
even in 1947 when there were per-
lads of fairly cold weather the old
rink was in such bad condition that
good ice was seldom secured and
social activities were at a stand-
still,

In the spring cf 1948 only about
40 members remained actively in-
terestad in curling, and the task of
reconstructing the Club seemed al-
most hopeless. There was, hovever,
a very active nucleus in the mem-
bership, and work was begun on a
new rink, which has been complet-
ed at a cos¢ in the vielnity of $35.-
600. The building is of concrete
foundation and cement blcck walls
re-inforced with brick pillars, Three
sheets of artificial ice have been
laid on a four foot Macadam fill.
At the north, or Notre Dame Street
:nd of the ice, the club rooms have
seen located, ccnsisting of a full
ized ground floor club-room with
arge fire-place and plate glass view
aver the playing surface with office,
tanteen and telephone booth ad-
oining and with ladies’ dressing
oom in connecticn. There is a fuil-
iized basement providing for locker
cooms and card rooms, in addition
s0 the housing of the oil furnace
wnd refrigeraticn plant.

Membership Jumps

Delays in the installation of the
freezing equipment inevitably oc-
curred, but curling finally began
on January 26th., 1949, Within a
week the men’s curling membership
had - jumped to 180; 53 lady curlers
and 7 school boys had been en-
rolled. “Membership Closed” sign
had to be posted, and a substantial

Thirty of the members, at that
time, were drawm from the R.C.A-
F, Station at St. Eleanors and the
airmen were assigned a full after-
noon to themselves in addition to
‘he regular games to which the
Air Force members were drawn.
The Olub was the first in the Prov-
ince- to inaugurate lady member-
ships, and the fair sex proved
elves among the most active
and aeggressive members of the
Club.
