Give Boost To
Sheep F_a[ming

OTTAWA, Oct. 21—(CP)—Climb-
ing world prices for wool and buoy-
ant prices for meat have stirred sud-
den popularity for sheep-farming
in Canada.

J. W. Graham of the Agriculture
Department’s Production Service,
anounced that the demand for
breeding stock has been “terrific.”
There wasn’t enough to go around.
Demand for stock also was sweep-
ing the United States, he added. He
had an order for 500 head from an
American source on his desk and
“it can't be filled.

The Canada-wide scamper for
sheep, sald Mr. Graham, was caus-
ed partly by the world wool situat-
jon. Canada normally consumed
about 100,000,000 pounds of wool a
year. In some years she has been
able to - produce about 20,000,000
pounds on her own land. This year,
it was doubted whether she would
produce more than 7,900,000.

Stocks of sheep in Canada have
slipped from about 4,000,000 head

during the second world war to
about 2,000,000,
“I think it's the lowest in 28

years,” sald Mr. Graham. “In the
United States stocks have declined
from a one-time 60,000,000 head to
about 30,000,000.”

He blamed the high wartime de-
mand for bacon and the “intense
campaign that was waged for high-
er pork production” for the slide
in sheep development,

It might take years, he added,
before Canada would gain a solid
footing in the sheep business. A
great deal of breeding would have
to be done in Canada. Ausiralia and
other Commonwealth points would
have to be scoured for stock imports.

Jects:

Halifax—the naval research - es-
tablishment is working on anti-sub-
marine warfare, including “possi-

34| ble new types of naval craft which

would have greater speed and other
special characteristics.”

Valcartier, Que—the Armament
Research and Development Estab-
list t is experi ting with
guided missiles and other new weap-
ons. It recently perfected a “greatly
improved anti-tank round. (shell)
for the 17-pounder anti-tank gun
which will be used by Canada's
special force.”

Ottawa—the Chemical Laboratory
dealing with “the defensive aspects
of chemical and biological warfare,”
with speclal attention to chemical
warfare in the Arctic.

Ottawa—the Radio  Progation
Laboratory, doing radio research in
the far north which is of utmost
importance since “no country but
Russia is in a position to make the
observations that can be made in
Canada.”

Ottawa—the Electronics Laborat-
ory which is studying military sig-
nals problems and the electrical
problems involved in proximity
fuses which explode shells before
actual contact with a target, in guid-
ed missiles and in automatic bomb-
ing systems.

Kingston, Ont.—a small bacterlol-
ogical warfare research laboratory
which is doing “splendid work on
some of the basic problems of de-
fence ...

Toronto—the Defence Research
Medical Laboratory which is study-
ing medical problems of the air
force and will gradually expand to
include the three services.

Fort Churchill, Man.—a research
laboratory which is the hub of Arc-
tic research, including problems in
