When the first atomic bomb
was dropped upon Hiroshima, it

was a territying announcement
that a new era had dawned.
Through scientific experimenta-

tion, man had entered into the
secrets of the physical world and
freed the most powerful energy
that had ever been held.

But the blinding flash which
signalled the advent of this age
was not like the light of the Star
which shone over 1900 years ago
announcing to a troubled world
that a Saviour had been born.
The Star that shone in the east
brought hope. The light of the
atomic bomb brought fear. And
the shadow cast upon the earth on
g,ha.t fateful day has now entered
into our lives and blighted wus
with a pessimism that has no
equal in history.

Who can analyze the tragedy of
the present moment and not be
filled with anguish? Europe, that
has yet to rebuild its cities and
towns, is once again bristling with
fears of an approaching -conflict.
The cold war has become warm
and with it there comes back to
memory the scenes of concentra-
thn‘ camps, of the separation of
families, of night bombing and of
vast destruction, the killing and
the crippling of little children, the
humiliation of occupation.

Hate Went On

Men had hoped that time would
heal the scars that World War II
had left on the minds and bodies
of men, women and children. Sure-
ly men would now learn to live to-
gether in peace and harmony. But
the horrors of Europe are now re-
echoed in Korea.
lived again with a new evacuation.
And once again in Canada we bid
farewell to troops, and tremble
with the thought that other lands
streaked with blood—God forbid
—may be the resting place of our
youth. As these scenes flash be-
fore our minds it almost seems as
if the war never ended. In truth it
didn’t, for men did not efface from
their hearts selfishness and hatred.
They went on as usual.

The pessimism of the moment
is increasing for it is now realized
that we have been escaping from
reality in relying on the myth of
the atomic bomb. It has not pro-
tected us and the enemy has con-
tinued his course with a pace as

mind of man, which is beyond the
reach of any weapon of war. The
methm of defeating Communism
is by an idea—the positive answer
of the Christian way of life. But,
unfortunately, we are unable to
present this in all its vigor for we
have lost contact with its source.
There is a hollow ring to our pro-
tests on behalf of democracy. free-
dom, the dignity of man and so on.
Why? Because we do not realize
that they are grounded on God.
Man today does not know God.
That is why he is pessimistic.

Only One Way Out

There is only one way out of the
morass in which we find ourselves
at this time and thatisby chang-
ing our every thought, word and
deed. It 18 necessary to renovate
our souls, to repress our passions
and to replace selfishness and
hatred with a love for others,—in
brief, to sow the seeds of true
peace.

Here we can take a lesson from
those who silently endured the
bombing of their homes and citles.
As a general rule they do not de-
sire to wreak the samesavage de-
struction on others. Those who
survived the horrors of the con-
centration camp are not today the
ones who hate. They are not the
armchair strategists who suggest
at the first moment of despair that
we use an atomic homb. No! They
have seen the very depths to
which war can bring men, and
from those depths they found that
there is only ome way to cure
hatred and that i{s by learning to
love God through prayer. They
have learned to say “Out of the
depths have I cried unto Thee, O
Lord: Lord hear my voice.”

In this hour of crisis we must
become men of prayer. But to do
this we must first learn  how to
pray. It is not simply a matter of
bowing our heads once a week or
cnce in a while. Nor does it con-
sist only in asking for things. Tt
does mean asking for  things.
though it means far more than
that. Technically speaking, prayer
is an elevation of the mind and
heart to God, an intimate and lov-
ing corversation with Him, in
which we adore Him, praise Him,
thank Him for His benefits and
beg His mercy. To pray is to ask as
a lover of God and as a lover of
the world. We prav not only for

relentless as the movement of
time. Now that we are challenged, |
we realize our incapability of con-
trolling the situation, Our fears
are evidenced by the threat to use1

the bomb when we know full well
that dropping it will not stop a
conflict. It may postpone the
critical hour, but it will not bring
abcut peace. It is a weapon of
destruction, but not of construc-
tion.

The tragic error of the moment
is the notion that the enemy Com-
munism can be defeated by atomic
weapons. This is a fallacy f'or
Communism does not travel by jet
propulsion through the air, nor by
any other modern conveyance. 1t is

an idea and its battleground is the

ourselves but for all the world
which God Himself loves. What
prayer will teach us is humility. Tt
will make us realize that the
source of all power of life. of
peace, of hope is not primarily in
ourselyes, but in God.

When man has learned to pray
truly, which is to know God
through love. then he will forget
himself. He will have the visiom of
the oneness of the world in God.
He wi'l begin to think of others, to
love them. In that way peace may
result.

In this gloomy hour of history
hope may shine as a beacon of
confidence, if only we will learn to
build in God's way. We will do
this when he start to pray.
