Mr. D. Maclean presented a Petition from a number of
the Inhabitants of Rustico, and its vicinity ; setting forth the
serious hardships that are sustained from the unjust oppres-
sion of tyrannizing landlords, the cruelty of agents, and the
impracticability of payinz the enormous rents and arrears of
rent which are being extorted, and which they are so un-
Justly compelled to pay ; that they cannot conceive the rea-
son why equal justice should not be administered to them
as well as in the neighbouring Provinces. That they ave
encouraged by Sir Robert Peel’s declaration, that the laws

ought to change to suit the condition of the people, as well
e uiord John Russell’s despateh, declaring that contract null
- and void when there is no possibility of its being performed.
That the unfeeling manner with which every enactment
madeby the last Houseof Assembly respectingrents wastreat-
ed by the Legislative Council ; the relentless and oppressive
measures resorted to by those claiming rents and their agents,
together witii the depression of trade and the impracticabi-
lity of raising money, with many other evils which might be
-enumerated, call loudly for redress—and praying the House
o take their case into consideration, and to cause such pro-
ceedings to be adopted, to alleviate the evils so Justly com-
plained of, as they in their wisdom may deem meet; hut
should their endeavours prove ineftectual, that they will be
pleased to supplicate Her most gracious Majesty to cause
this unfortunate Colony to be annexed to Nova Scotia or

some other neighbouring Colony.

Referred to the Committee on the State of the Colony.

‘The Bill to alter and amend the Acts relating to the Steam
Navigation Company, was read a second time, and commit-
ted toa Committee of the whole House.

The clause repealing that part of the former Act which
provides that the Steamboat shall touch at Georgetown once
a fortnight was agreed to without a division ; as also the
clause authorizing the Commissioners for managing the
shares held by the Government in the said Company, to buy
in the shares held at Georgetown, payiug the holders inter-
est on the money advanced by them at the rate of four per
cent ; and also authorizing the said Commissioners to pur-
chase the twenty-nine shares remaining unsold in the said
Company.

On the Clause providing that the dividends on fhe Go-
vernment shares shall be formed into an accumulating fund,
1o be applied towards the purchase of an additional Steam.
boat, of trom 30 to 50 horsepower, to be employed under the
directions of the Steam Boat Company, a division took
place, 14 voting for the clause, and Messrs, Cooper, Ding-
well, Macintosh, D.Macdonald, Beairsto and Fraser against it.

On the House resuming, the amendments were agreed to,
and the Bill ordered to be engrossed, ‘

The Bill to provide a mode of compensation for parties
whose lands_have been flooded by the rising of the water in
Mill Dams, was read a second time and committed. The
Committee rose without reporting—so the Bill was lost.

“Mr. Fraser, after alluding to the very irregular attendance
of jnembers, and the cousequent delay of public business,
brouggn forward a motion, of which he had previously given
notice, that in future the Journals shall be read each morn-
ing at half-past ten o’clock, immediately previous to which
the roll shall be called over, and any member not then in
his place, or retiring without permission from the chair, shall
forfeit one day’s pay. The rule, he remarked, had been for-
merly adopted 1n Nova Scotia, and he thought it was much
called for here.—The motion, however, was so coldly recei-
ved, that the hon. member thought proper to withdraw it,
Indeed, we believe, it was not even seconded.

Mr. CooPER, in adverting fo the state of the Colony, said, it
would be necessary 1o obtain direct mformation previousto the sub-
jeet beingagain taken up by the House. A circumstance had lately
come to his knowlédge, where a man, Ins wife, and, he believed,
ten children, were turned out of house and home upon+tlie mercy
ofthe charitable, even now, at this inclement season. T'he sul*
ferings of this wretched family had been truly deplorable. Was not
enquiry into such a state of things rendered highly necessary 2 1t
was far worse than sending a man to jail for debt, for then the
creditor must support the debtor; but these proprietors exercise
their cruelty without a thought of what becowes of the ejected
poor creatures thereafter, who have no poor laws to resort to; no
relieving officer to whom they could state their destitution, and
who would be bound to relieve their wants, as by law compelled to
doin England: Surely the conduet of those who inflict such severity
should be investigated before a Committce of this liouse. ~T'ho
perpetrators of such enormities ought to be compelled to provide
for those who have improved their property, orsend them home
where there are poor laws to protect them from actual starva-
tion. He concluded, by moving that the Rule requiring previous
natice be suspended ; and that a Special Committee be appuinted,
to inquire into the proceedings of the Solicitor General, taken
against the Tenantry and Squatters, in his capacity of Land Agent;
and also into the manner in which the Agents of Mr: David
Stewart are settling the inhabitants upon the lands claimed by
him—with power to send for persons, papers and records.

Mr. Douse assuggd the Honse he would not oppose the motion.
In the case alluded to, he believed there had been a regular
course of proceeding by ejectment. Let the inquiry; however.
he extended ; let ‘the whole of the agents be examined; he did
not dread inquiry into his condunct us an agent. Let it be ¢on-
fined to facts; and if cruelties and unjustifinble means have been
resoried to, let us see who are the guilty parties——then the saddlo
will be pat on the right horse.  He would go hand-and heart
in any well-advised mensure that would tend to the good of the
coum'ry; but such doctrine as a proprietor being compelled to
support an ejected tenant, whose conduct probably had caused it,
he wust confess the equity of such a measure he could not com-
prehend. -

Mr. Trorstoy wonld give his support to the motion of the hon.
member for King’s County. He alsoagreed with what had fallen
from the hon. member (Mr. Douse) of making it more general,
as a means towaids discovering who are in reality the auilty
parties. The innocent should not suffer for the latter individuals,
If the motion is agreed to, we may be enabled to place the burden
on the shoulders of those who oughtto bear it.

Mr. Yio's observations tended to exculpate Mr. Stewart’s agents.
He thought the Tenants on Lot 30 had lttile. ifany, eanse to
complain. The Hon. the Solicitzr General had also advertised to
receive produce in payment of rent, at a price that could not be
made of it in the market. . He (Mr. Yeo) thought he could give
the House as correct an account as could be gathered by an ex-
amination of those gentlemen,and what result was expected from
such a course, he was at a loss to understand.

Mr. Rae did not like to remodel another member’s work ; vet
he wished Mr. Stewart had been left out of the motion. The
agent for that property, he believed, was as lenient as could be
expected. He had heard there was some mismanagement on this
property, but he was ignorant of any thing further than this. The
remainder of the hon. member’s remarks tended to show the im-
practicability of examining such a mass of evidence this Session,
as some hon. members wished to be carried out.

Mr. Corgs said he thought that the agents were more culpable
than the proprietors; the latter, he feared, got but very little after
the agents were satisfied. “In fact,” said the hon. member,
“I think it would be attended with good results if lawyers: as
agents, were disqualified from acting in such capacity.” « He
thought other persons more fit, and had no doubt the exchange
would be attended with great benefit to both !andlord and tenant.
As to including Mr. Morpeth in the examination, no cause ex-
isted to render that course necessary.

The Hon. J. S. Macnosary was quite of a different opinion

from the hon. member who had just resumed his seat, so far-as to
the exclusion of Mr. Morpeth. " From iuformation he (M.J: 8.
M:D.) possessed, the tenaniry on that estate, after meeting ithe
agents by agreement, had been induced to sign some documents,
of the nature of which they were ignorant, and had got neither
leases nor any thing else in return.  He should like to see this
point cleared up.
Mr. Hupsox knew something of Lot 30, and he ‘would ‘now
take the opportunity to state to the House, that as late as last
vear, fumilies had squatted thereon, and commenced clearingthe
land and erecting huts. The agent, however, made his appenr-
ance, and threatened to turn them off unless they immediately
agreed to his terms.  In consequence of this proceeding, the, ad-
vice of the Attorney General wus taken, who advised them that
it would not be safe to proceed in their improvements, the land
in question still being in dispute—the effect of which had caused |
several to leave the lot on which they had squatted. i

Mr. Dousk rose to correet the hon. member who had Jast
spoken inrespect to Lot 30. Hefeould assure the House Mr. Stew-
art had been put into possession of that property ; it had been de-
cided in London by arbitration in his favor.  Sowme of those who
had squatted thereon, were worthless characters; he (Mr. Douse)
would not have them on any terins.

Mr. Yeo must differ with the hon. member, (Mr. Coles),
as to the propriety of private persons being better qualified than
solicitors to perform the duties of agents. He (Mr. Yeo) knew
leases drawn up by the former, who charged more for such than
the Lawyers were in the habit of charging. In his opinion gle
bon. the Solicitor General seems 1o be quite a god-gend to some
hon. members; in fact he knew not what they would have found
to talk about was it not for the hon. gentleman’s unproved cruelty.
But were hon. members ignorant of the fact, that this very same
individual now holds, and has held for the last 18 months, Bonds
and other securities, not one cf which has he made use of, nor
has he exacted even his fees for the preparation of such instru-
ments. Let the truth come out, said the hon. member, and et
every tub stand upon its own bottom.

Mr. LoxewoxTn was at a loss to understand why selection was
made of the Hon. the Solicitor General as the object of attack ;
such a course he considered unjust and unmerited.” He did not
donbt but that the hon. gentleman would pass through the fire
without being much scorched.

Mr. D. MacLEaN mentioned a case whero an individual had
been turned out of his farm at the great age of 70 years. The
hon. the Solicitor General's conduct was the sole cause of the
people’s assembling together to petition the House of Assembly.
Surely there must have been a propelling power, or they would
not have put themselves to such inconvenience. Great excite-
ment prevailed, and he eonsiderea inquiry ought to be gone into,
so far as relatesto the Solicitor General ; but he did not see the
necessity of examining those against whom we have heard no
complaint.

Mr. Tuorstox entertained no doubt but that the hon gentle-
man whose name had been so unceremoniously used in this
Heuse, of late, will be bappy to explain his conduct—and the
sooner an opportunity is .given the better. We shall then see
how far he descrves the epithets Javished upon his reputation.
te (Mr. Thornton) was also inclined to give Mr. Morpeth a
hearing, he baving, alreadv, out of doors, denied what had been
said of him in this House; for as soon as it came to his knowledge
that people had taken possession on Lot 30, he had insisted on
their removing.  The hon. member here said lie had understood
the Solicitor General was in the habit ofcarrying fire arms.” 'I'his
lio regretted to hear, and if founded on fact, it was apparently
making an unusual and he must think an unnecessary display of
such weapons. He did not scruple to say it was highly censu-
rable, and unless that gentleman could show good reasons for
doing so, he was highly bLlameable, particularly being one of the
principal Crown Officers of the Colony, and e thought it was a
fit subject to be investigated by a special Committee.

Mr. WicnTaan said that good efiects were already manifesting
themselves, in consequence of the discussions that had taken place
in this House, as several of the Proprietors’ agents now offered
to take produce instead of cash for rent. He (Mr. Wightman)
had known ofseveral persons having had to leave this Island
throngh the oppression of agents, and he would wish the House
to go into the enquiry.

The motion was then agreed to, and a Committee appoint-
ed, composed of Messrs, ©Cooper, D. Maclean, D, Macdonald,
Douse, Thornton, J. S. Macdonald, Macintosh, Rae and
Longworth.

REPORT ON THE INDIAN PETITION.
The Hon J. S. MacponaLp, from the Committee to whom
was referred the Memorial of Tromas Irwin, praymg for
aid to _enable him to publish an elementary book in 'the

tion to the Indians pftha; tlll'll)e, presented the Report of the
ittee, which is as follows :— ;
C(i‘"']i;rti::r C’onmittee have to report, that they h_ave exun:nqed
the work prepared by Mr. Irwin, upon which, in the_opl._ml:m
of your Comumittee, he must h.nve bestowe.d considerable
mental labour; but, from thelr;'gnorance of the lurnguq_ge
in which it is written, they are incompetent to judge of its
merits. The members of the Board of Education also say,
in their Certificate, accompanying the Petition, that the
form of the work is well calculated for the purpose intend-
ed; yet of its merits respecting the Mickmac language,
they are not qualified to express an opinion. And the
Rig]nt Rev. B. D. Macdonald, Bishop _of (.,hm.'lotlet.o‘wn,
states, in his Certificate, also accompanying the §u|d P.elmon,
that ‘the Manuscripts which Mr. Irwin has laid before the
Board of Education have been written by persons who were
competent masters of the Mickmac. Language, and if printed,
would serve as an elementary book to instruct and convey
sound and moral education to the hitherto too-much neg-
lected Mickwmac T'ribe. )
“Your Commitree have also examined Mr. Irwin, the
compiler, who states, that if his manusceripts were printed,
he would willingly devote twelve months gratis to the in-
struction of the Indians; and he feels convinced, from hls.
experience of thewr aptitude to learn, thatin the course of
that period he would be enabled to convey such instruction
to some of them as to render them competent to teach others.
He also states, that in his opinion, the cost of_puhhslnng a
sufficient number of copies of the manuscripts, for the use of
the Indians of this Colony, would be about £100; but from
the uncertainty they labour under, as to the merits of the
work in question, and also from the very limited number of
Indians that usually reside on this Island, they dcem it zlzt
present inexpedient to recommend the printing of'a work,
the utility of which, for the reasons above stated, may
appear doubtful, and particularly as it bas been intimated
to your Committee that books of a similar nature have been
printed in the neighbouring Provinces; but they have no
means at present of ascertaining the truth of'such statements;

bat should such prove to be the case, then books of the nature | customs. If the Indians wished to be taught,

required might be obtained at a much less expense than the
publishing of Mr. Irwin’s work would cost the Colony.

“Your Committee would therefore recomimend, that an
Address be presented to His Iixcellency the Lieut. Governor,
respectfully requesting that he would be pleased. to cause
enquiry to be made of the Commissioner on Indian affairs
in Nova Scotia, as to whether books of the nature alluded to
are to be procured in that Colony or not; and that a sum of
money be placed at His Excellency’s disposal, to purchase
such books, if obtainable, and adapted for the instruction of
the Mickmac tribe : and in the event of such Books not
being extant, to grant the sum of Pounds, to det!'u_v
Mr. Irwin’s expenses to Halifax, for the purpose of enabling
him to submit the work, if he should be so inclined, to the
said Commissioner, and it approved of by himn, that His
Excellency be requested to coutribute a sur out of the
moneys placed at. his disposal towards the publication of the
work in question.” .

A motion being made, that the Report be adopted by the
House

Mr. MacauLAY said, that though one of the Committee to
which this Petition was referred, he would oppose the re-

Mickmac Language, for the purpose of conveying instruc-

ception of this report, as he did in Committee, on the
ground that as we were not judges of the work, we could
not give an opinion on it. It was the custom of men of
genius and talent to subinit their works to the inspection of’
those publishers who were judges.in such matters. This he
thought was not done in the present instance ; he (Mr. Mac-
aulay) would say that the petitioner should be allowed to act
independently ofthis House, and to do as he may think pro-
per with his compilation. For his part, he could not see the
utility of cultivating a barren language, frowm the knowledge
of which there is no prospect of any benefit. He therefore
saw no reason why the public money should be expended to
serve no useful end. - He «id not see the utility of granting
a sum of money, as recommended in the Report, to enable
the petitioner to have his manuscripts tested in Nova Scotia,
since they could be expected to know no more of the matter
in Nova Scotia than we do ourselves. He therefore thought
it useless to occupy the time of the House further with its
consideration. :

Mr. Yro was surprised that the Indians did not petition
the House themselves, if they were so anxious to be educa-
ted, particularly in these petitioning times. He had enqui- |
red of several Indians respecting this petition, and they all
declared they knew nothing ef it; and they authorized
him to inform the House that they knew nothing about it ;
and it must be solely for the purpose of henefiting the peti-
tioner alone, and not the Indians, that the petition was got
up.

The Hon, J. S. MAcpoNarp was surprised at the conduet
of -the hon. member for Georgetown (Mr. Macaulay). In
committee, he expressed no opposition to the Report ; hut
whatever has induced him to alter his opinion, he now op-
poses it. - Another hon. member (Mr. Yeo) said he wonder-
ed they had not petitioned themselves. The reason of this
was obvious—they did not know how, unless some person
like the petitioner would undertake to do so. The Indians, |
in their present state, know not the benefit education would i
be to them, and this may account for their carelessness.
Let us teach them first in their own language, and then, it
they choose, they may learn what they please afterwards.
He was surprised to hear what had fallen from the hon. gen-
tleman who first spoke (Mr. Macaulay); he had unhesita-
tingly passed judgmeut, thongh, at the same time, he ac-
knowledged his ignerance of the language. How then is he
capable of judging of its merits?  Would the hon. member
like that he (the Hon. J. 8. M‘D.) should condemn the Geelic
language so unceremouniously ? ~ He certainly would not.

Mr. Cooper thought the Report was well guarded in its
wording from any abuse, and thought that the suspicions
of the member for Georgetown were without foundation.
He (Mr. Cooper) approved of the Report. 1f the work turn-
ed out to be as it was represented to be, it may be of equal
benefit to the Indians of Nova Scotia as to those of this
Island ; and in that case, the Government of that Province,
1no doubt, would join ours in the expense ef'its publication.
He coincided in opinion with the hon. gentleman who had
Just sat down (Hon. Mr. Macdonald), that the Indians should
be first taught in their own language, which would act as a
stimulus, to incite them to learn other and more extensive
systems of education ; and nothing counld be a more proper
incentive to this than to see portions of their own language
in print; and he considered that the least we could do, even
if it were ouly for an experiment, was to make a small grant,
as expressed in the Report, to enable the petitiener to obtain
an examination of his manuseript in Nova Scotia.

Mr. PALmER said he had already expressed his opinion on
this subject. He did not doubt the competency of the peti-
tioner to instruct those people in their own language ; and
he was fully sensible of the pains he has been at, and the
zeal he has displayed, to ameliorate the condition of the In-
dians; but the question is, is it expedient to teach them in
this language ? “In his opinion it would not be politic to do
so: there are hut few of the tribe resident on the Island,
aud these are fast declining away; hence he did not see
the utility of cultivating a language that would soon be
ranked among the dead languages ; and even if such a work
as the present was provided, he questioned the utility it
wotild be ofto themselves or to society in general. The Jan-
guage of this tribe is somewhat different from that spoken
in Nova Scotia, which also differs from that of New Bruns-
wick and Canada, and therefore the work would be very li-
mited in its utility. If'any thing could be proposed for their
benefit, he thought they shou!d be induced to cultivate the
soil, and if they were to be educated at all, he thought ¢ ey
should be educated in English, if we wished to confer a be-
nefit on them. In the ordinary schools they weuld have an
opportunity of learning what would be usetul to them. He
would oppose the Report in its present form.

Mr. D. MacLEAN said he did not know whether the pre-
sent work would be of'any utility, in an educational point of
view ; but he conceived it would be a work which would be |
hailed by the literary world with interest, and will, in all |
probabi'ity, hereafter he reckoned of more importance by
philologists than we can at the present time well ilnﬁgille.‘
