CAPTURE OF BRITISH MUSKETS.

Puivavecenia, Aug. 23.—The U. 8. sup-
&ly steamer Arkausas, from off Charleston,
'ednesday morning, has arrived.

The attack on Fort Sumter was commenced
on Monday morning by Gen. Gilmore's siege
batteries and the Navy shore batteries. The
Monitor fleet, aided by wooden fleet, attacked
Forts Wagner and Gregg. with great fury,
silencing the former and almost silencing the
lutter, thus enabling the shore batteries to
play on Sumter.

The Monitors Patapsco and Passaic went
within 1400 yards of Sumter and played into
it, causing considerable havoe. A shot from
Wagner broke a piece of the interior lining
of the Monitor Catskill, when within 150
yards of that fort, the piece striking the
heuds of Commodore Rodgers and Paywaster
Woodbury, instantly killing both of them.
These were the only persons injured.

The Arkansos let the fleet at 7 o’clock
Wednesday morning. At that time huge
volumes ol smoke were seen issuing from
Fort Samter, as if lrom burning of cotton,
and the officers of the Arkansas believed that
the fort would be captured or entirely des-
troyed by noon. Her guns were replying
feebly to onr fire. Fort Gregg had {weu
entirely silenced. Waguner sull held out.
The bombardment continued withoat cessa-
tion during Tuesday night, and was renewed
Wednesday morning, and when the Arkavsas
left the firing was furious, the lronsides, five
Monitors and the shore batteries being all
engaged.

THe OPPORING ARMIES IN VIRGINIA.—The
New York Tribaue’s Washington corvespondent,
who is probably the must reliable of all the Wash-
ngton newspaper writers, makes the following
wysierious announcement under date of the 17t
st :—

“The army of the Potomae is fulfilling its pre-
sent duty of an army of observation and defence,
the time vot havisg arrived for an advance upon
Richmond. It will probably retire to a point
vearer Washington to defend that ety and the
line of the Potowmae, and after operations at the
South have been successtully consummated it will
renew its march on the rebel capital in conjune-
tion with concerted movements of troops approuch-
g trom other directions.

Our cavalry are reported to have retired last
evening to this side of the Rappabannock and
picket its borders.

The Washington eerrespondent of the New York
llrrul_:l, of the xame day, says:

“The rebels have extended their line of pickets
to the Rappahannock, the army stretehing from
Madison Court House to Frederieksburg. Long-
sireet’s corps has the right of the line, Hill's is
along the Rapidan from Madison Court House to
Ely’s Furd, aud Ewell’s corps is encamped arou
Gordousville within supporting distance i Hill.

Such arvears may
exist, to some extent, in very poor localities; bub
where they are wot utterly valucless, they ave
covered by bonds or otber aecurities, which, if
not now, could be easily passed out of the Jand-
lord’s hands in the event of his being expected to
relinguish the old arrears on parting with his
estate by piecemeal. But to suppose that such
old arrears remain ansecured against well-to-do
farmers, who have been or are able to pay their
rents since 1858, and are now 1 a pusition to buy
the freebold iuterest of their farms, is & detusion
80 apparent that not one of the papers on the Go-
vernment side has yet ventured to discuss the
point with us.

But there is the arbitration clause, we are re
minded. * That would surely be in favour of the
tenant, and that is why the landholders are so
opposed to it.” There is neither logic nor com-
monsense i this defence of the arbitration sohewe.
We have no right to assume positively that any
party to an arbitration is sure to get an award
decidedly in his favour; but we may consider the
circumstances and relative positions of both parties
to such & weasure, and from this consideration we
way form a tolerably correct guess as to the side
to which suceess will lean. Now, who will say
that the tenaut stands on an equal footing with
the landlord ?  The former has daily and never-
ending struggle with the world to support a
family, and, at the end of the year, to make up
the reat for the Jatter. The tenant has not one
shilling to spare from his hard earuings; bui the
landlord has thousands to spare; aud his labour
in connection with the affairs of the world is light.
The tenaut has not meaus, fluence, nor pusitivn,
by Which the judgment of arbitrators, let them be
ever se honest, is very often influenced. Tho
landlord enjoys these advantages, and he would
use them quietly, without thinking there was any
impropriety in 8o doing. An arbitration contest
would iuvolve the expenditure of wmuch time.
Tiwme is of great value ta the tenant; it is, conts
paratively, no abject to the landiord. The
former wust spend more time than the latter,
by journeys to town and back ; and we all kunow
that journeys cannot be performed without the
loss of money as well as time. Besides, in the
event of 3 dispute between the arbitrators, the
difficulty. has to be settled, if it can be settled s
ail, by an wapire who represents the landlord
class, and who could hardly be expected to vote
in favour of the tenant, Add to these disadvan.
tages under whick the tenant would labour, the
bitterness aud ranceur which sych a contest
would excite between hiwself aod his landiord,
