The Earl's Palace forms three sides of an

oblong ‘square, and has, even in its ruins, the
air of an elegant yeiL massive strueture, unit-
ing, as- was usual in the residence of feudal
*)rmces, the character of a palace and a cestle.
A great banqueting-hall, communicating with
several large rounds, or projecting turret-
vooms, and having at either end an immense
chimney, testifies the ancient Northern hos-
pitality of the Ear's of Orkney, and commu-
nicates, almost in the modern fashion, with a
gallery, or withdrawing room, of correspond-
ing dimensious, and haviug, like the hall, its
