0ld Age Assistance

on the Old Age Assistance blll
Hon. A.W, Matheson Minister of
Health and Welfare, said that as
of March 20 there were only 120
applications for Old Age Assist-
ance which had not been handled.
He said the reason was that the
majority came from people who|
were hard to reach during this
season of the year. He said the de-
partment investigators had been
unable as yet to visit them. In re-
ply to remarks by Mr. Bell he said |
it. was perfectly true that some of|
the people recelving this assistance|
were getting small cheques in the
$10 to $20 class, This he maintain-
ed was partially due to the fact
that the Act is a means test assist-
ance act and on the means test
hasis those are the maximum
amounts which can be paid.

However, Mr, Matheson said that
there were many people receiving
the maximum of $40. Several ap-
plications had not been completed
when the applicants found out
that a means test was necessary.

Workmen's Compensation
Changes being made in the
Workmen's Compensation Act will
have the effect of raising prac-
tically all payments made under it.
Principal one is that which calls
for the injured person to receive 75
per cent of his average pay while
under treatment instead of the
former 66 per cent.
The new act relating to the nur-
sing profession is designed to offer
an opportunity to girls to become
nursing assistants when they do
not have the educational qualifica-
tions required of registered nurses,
The new proposal is to have girls
of this group take a one or two
vear training course similar to
that in use at Falconwood Hospital.
The Act sets up an executive
committee whose primary function
will be to exercise general super-
vislon over the program. Further
discussion of the new act will be

district in order of merit on their
entrance examination marks.

“We also propose to increase the
school book subvention by an ad-
ditional amount of $5000 which

is estimated to look after in-
creased cost.

“Altogether our proposed ex-
penditure during the . next year

will amount Yo $1,209,206 which,
with the maintenance of the $80,-
000 grant for rural school improve-
ment, will make a grand total of
$1,289,205 as the Government
contribution towards education in
the Province, and an overall in-
crease of $181,728.

“I have already indicated that
for 1951 the Provincial contri-
bution was 61% of all expendi-
tures for this purpose in the Pro-
vince, and that this was much
greater than any other part of
Canada. When this program is im-
plemented, the total cost of edu-
cation will be approximately 8$1,-
850,728 — the Provincial portion
$1,280,205 or 69, — by far the
highest proportionate cost paid by
any province in Canada.

Health and Welfare

“Last year I recalled the growth
and expansion of the services
rendered by this Department as
well as the corresponding in-
creases in cost.

“During the current year the
expenditures will amount to $2.-
508,292, while for the year ended
March 31st, 1951, $2,637,686, A
seeming reduction of about $30,-
000. Actually, however, there was
an increase in many operational
costs.

“Provincial Sanatorium and T.B.
Control expenditures increased
from $273.07¢ to $340,150 — over
$67,000. 1¢lconwood Hospital and
Mental Health costs increaeed. from
$291,575 to $331,580 — up $40,000.
Dental Hygiene expenses doubled
from $12,285 to $24,600, while Can-
cer Control from $16,316 to $25,683.
“However, when the Federal
Government took over the full
cost of Old Age Pensions at age
70- as of January 1st, 1952, the re-
sultant saving over the last three
months accounted for the appar-
ent reduction.

“The per diem grants to ald the
public hospitals cost us $110,000.
During the year representations
were made, on behalf of these, for
increased assistance due to the
mounting expenses of operation.
Governmental policy has deter-

creased from 75c to $1.00 per pati-
ent day, with the minimum grants
to the smaller hospitals, Souris,
Montague and Alberton increased
from $5000 to $6.000 and with a
special grant to the Tyne Valley
Health Centre of $2,000. These
increases will involve an estimated
expenditure of $150,000 during the
coming Yyear.

“The overcrowded condition at
Falconwood, and the lack of a
Treatment Centre, has given us in-
creased concern. Despite the ris-
ing liabilities it was felt that ac-
tion could no longer be deferred
and you will be asked to vote a
sum of $200,000 this year of an
estimated total cost of $450,000 for
such an institution.
