Lawrence Morehouse, a
University of Califomia
physiologist, says he nas
spent 40 years observing
students who squirm during
exams, and he says they
earn better grades than
their more placid peers.

brain by increasing blood
circulation. He suggests
that this keeps students
alert during the last lap
of an exam or in a tedious
lecture.
