Q. How can I clean lace that is
very fine and old?

A, If reluctant about launder-
ing the lace, shake powdered mag-
nesia over it thoroughly, wrap in a
towel, and allow to stand for sev-
eral days.. Then shake out any
powder and press carefully.

Q. How can I dispel disagree-
able odors from the kitchen?

A. The odors will disappear if
sugar or dried orange peels are
burned on a pie pan or tin shovel.
This can be done over a low gas
flame or an electric plate.

Q. How can I freshen stale vege-
tables?

A. Soak them for an hour in cold

water, to which some vinegar or
the juice of a lemon has been
added.

APRICOT SPONGE WITH
RASPBERRY SAUCE

In top of double boiler scald 2
cups milk. Beat the yolks of 3 eggs.
and beat into them 2/3 cup sugar.
Add this slowly to the hot milk,
stirring, and stir until it thickens
just -enough for custard to coat
spoon. Add a shake of salt. Mean-
while have ready 1!z tablespoons
gelatin which have soaked 5 min-
utes in % cup cold ®ater. Stand
the custard off heat as soon as it
coats spoon, then stir the softened
gelatin into it until gelatin dis-
solves. Cool this to room tempera-
ture, then fold into the beaten
whites of 3 eggs. Pour half of this
into a moistened mold and chill
until almost set. Remove from re-
frigerator and cover with drained
halves of canned apricots. Cover
with remaining custard. Chill until
set — probably overnight.  Serve

OPERATION TO RELIEVE GRIEF
AND PAIN MAY NOT BE
NECESSARY

I write from time to time about
the operation known as prefrontal
lobotomy, in which the nerves sup-
plying lobes in the brain are cut
As these nerves supply the parts
of the brain that control grief and
depression, the patient, by oper-
ation, gets relief from these two
distressing emotions.

When this operation was first
performed successfully in America
by Drs. Freeman and Watts, and
the patients freed of unbearable
pain and deep grief and depress-
ion, many of these patients were
left with lack of any feelings of
responsibility for life’s dutles.

It was found that a numoer of
these cases that underwent the op-
eration actually returned to nor-
mal mentally and emotionally but,
unfortunately, some of them did
not. The question naturally arose
as to how it could be known if the
operation would be successful from
the mental and emotional stand-
point.

In the Argentine Medical Jour-
nal, Drs. E. E. Krapf and J. H.
Lyonnet state, “Uncertainty of the
outcome of prefrontal lobotomy,
which sometimes produces undesir-
able personality changes, not com-
pensated for by the improvement in
conduct, led these physicians to
consider the possibility of carrying
out a trial lobotomy., Thus instead
of cutting the nerves (lobatamey,
the nerves were blocked off by pro-
caine (novocaine) hyarocu.c.iue.
Procaine had proved harmless
when injected into the brain as an
experiment.”
