1t may be
interesting to many people of
P. E. 1¢land to know how the
farmers of Long 1sland hold
their fall “Hog Guessing”. 1t
will also be interesting to know
the size of some Long 1sland
hogs.

1 have been here a week and
during that time several lhogs
have met death after having
being won on a guess as to
their weight.

The hogs are all very large

Three of the number guessed
for last week tipped the beam
at more than six hundred
pounds.

Early in the fall they had a
celebration over nne that
weighed more than eleven
hundred pounds. They placed
him in a crater on a wagon and
with band and bunting para-
ded the streets.

These hogs are seldom more
than two years old.

They are always kept fat,
and grow to an immense size.
The breed is known as “The
White Paroc”

1t might be well for some
1sland farmers if they have not
already done so to secure a pair
of these hogs and see what
they would do on P. E. 1sland

The guessing is advertisel :
“A hog supposed to weigh six
hun lred pounds will be raffled
off ; the one guessing the cor-
rect weight will win the hog.
Tickets fifty cents :”

And it would surprise any
one not familiar with hog
guessing to see how often cor-
rect the guessing is.

At oue raffle held last week
thirteen people guessed the cor-
rect weight.

This is the way they make
their calculations : Measure the
hog from the crown where the
head comes off, to the butt of
the tail, in inches, then the
breast measurement in inches.
Multiply, and divide the re-
sult by eight, and the number
will be given fairly correct.
Farmecrs have great celebratious
here over these affairs and it is
a very profitable way to dis-
pose of a hog.

Long Isjand is the most
southern point of New York
State. 1t is about one hundred
and seventy miles long. The
northern end is divided from
New York City by the East Ri-
ver which is here probably a
mile in width.

Farmers are more interested
in raising “garden truck™ as
they call it, than grain.

They supply the New York
and Brooklyn markets with ve-
getables of alt kinds, poaltry
and egzs. The Island has some
of the largest seed houses in
New York State. “Floral Park”
a few miles from here, is a
feast for the eyes in July and
August. Acres and acres of
tlowers of all kinds bloom, and
the air for miles is filled with
their lragrance.
