HAVANA (AP) — Rafael Del
Pino, once a close associate ~f
Fidel Castro but later a leader
in an organization working
against him, will live to face
charges of high treason andpos-
sibly a firing squad, a spokes-
man for the National Police Hos-
pital said Monay.

Del Pino, burned and wounded
Saturday when police ambushed
his light plane as &t landed for
a rendezvous with anti-Castro
forces on a highway oulside
Havana, was said to be in satis-
factory condition.”

Del Pino, 32, was borm ia Cuba
but now is an American citizen.
'No formal charges have been
filed against him, police said but
he will be treatéd as a Cuban
and “charged “under new laws
against counter-revolutionary ae-
tivity. His light plane had been
chartered in Miami.

Delpino served with Castro in
1956 in Mexico. Castro accused
Del Pino of sabotaging an expedi-
tion to Cuba by tipping off Mex-
ican authorities for $10,000.

Cuban authorities said Del
Pino now is a member of the
anti<Castro White Rose organiza-
tion, but his wife said in Miami
thdt Del Pino belongs to the
anti-Communist movement of the
Americas, formed after "Del
