As a rule, these lesions should
be removed prompily by a sur-
geon.
PROMPT REMOVAL

A mole also requires prompt
removal if it shows any change
in color or size, if it is exposed
to constant irritation, o if it be-
comes ulcerated or begins bleed-
ing. If it is located under a nail,
it should also be removed.
