Hope For More
Cancer Patients

TORONTO (CP) — A group of
cancer patients, who 18 months
2g0 thought they had only a short
time to live, now are receiving a
second series of treatments by
serum which may show a way to
control the disease.

The first of them received their
first inoculations shortly after Dr
Gordon Murray, noted Toronte
surgeon, announced in March,
1955, that he had found a sub-
stance which seemed to control
breast cancer.

About a year ago, he said he
was studying a serum to control
intestinal cancer,

The serum is not a cure, he
says. It would take years of re-
search to determine even if they
could control some types of
cancer.

They are made from the hlood
of horses which have been injected
with specific cancer cells. The
horses develop anti-bodies which
may be able to work to eontrol

ed | the disease.

Newsprint Controls .
To End In Britain . ..

LONDON (Reuters) — Peter
Thorneycroft, president of the
board of trade, a government de
partment, said Wednesday he in-
tends to revoke Dec. 9 all statu
tory controls over the distribution
and use of newsprint.

In a written reply in the House
of Commons, Thorneycroft added
he would end Jan. 1 the power he
had to impose newsprint controls.

Thorneycroft said that the news-
papers had agreed to take over
the existing system of control for
the next six months on a volun-
tary basis after the end of the
current rationing period Dec 8.
