Unveiling of

Monument on July 26|
By King Edward VIIIto be Broadcast

OTTAWA, July 23—Tenbative
plans for a nation-wide broadcast of
ceremonies attending the unveiling
of the Canadian national war
memorial at Vimy by His Majesty,
King Edward VIII, on July 26, were
announced to day by the Canadian
Radio Commission. While ocertain
transmission difficulties, which have
yet to be overcome, make some
phases of the broacast indefinite, it
is expected that the proceedings
will be heard in Canada from 830
to 945 am. EST. A Commission
staff announcer now at Vimy will
describe the activities in both
English and French,

Colorful scenes will mark this
great peace-time gesture on the
spot where, twenty years ago, Can-
adian trcops fought and were vic-
torious in one of the greatest
battels of history More than 6,000
Canadian ex-servicemen, as well as
distinguished  personalities from
Canadae, England, and Europe, will
see Britain’s youthful King unveil
the great white memorial erected
as an everlasting tribute to those
gallant Canadians who made Vimy
Ridge forever a part of the Do-
minion,

The broadcast, scheduled to start
at 200 pm. Vimy time (830 am.
EST), will bring to lsteners des-
criptions of the arrival at the
Ridge of His Majesty, as regimental
bands play the National Anthem
and “O Canada”. Microphones,
placed at strategic points will pick
up the sound of the Royael Salute,
and the Commission announcer will
give & running commentary as the
King inspects the Guard of Honour.

Quality In Eggs

With warm weather now upon us,
100 much emphasis cannot be plac-
od upon the quality of eggs and

better methods of handling. Eggs
which might keep fresh and in good
condition for a week in cool spring
weather will go down in quality in
one day during warm weather. Eggs
shouw'd be gathered frequently four
or five times a day. A simple rule
will help to maintain egg quality
and increase egg profits: i

1. Gather eggs frequently—four .
or five times a day.

2. Keep nests clean to prevent
soiled eggs.

3. Have plenty of clean straw on
| hen house floor,

4 Keep eges in a cool place.

5. Keep eggs away from strong
odors such as fish, kerosene ofl.

6. Ship eg?s to market frequent-
'y, twice a week if possible.

{ 7. Feed hens a balanced ration
and provide plenty of clean water.

Avold overfeeding such things as
rape, fish meal or anything likely
to taint or color the egg.

Many thousands of dollars cdfl
be saved to the poultrymen of this
province through petter methods of
handling.
