In reducing the commercial
time on TV, the BBG also de-
fined what it means by the
ferm “commercial message.’
It'ineludes commercial an-
nouncements, station promotion
announcements and  program
promotion announcements, but
does not include public service
announcements.

The TV regulations were fur-
ther amended to allow ‘broad-
casters more flexibility in meet.
ing their Canadian content re-
quirements.

From Oct. 1, stations will be
allowed to work out their basic
55-per-cent Canadian quota on a
quarterly basis instead of 1n
four-week periods. Stations and
networks, .
have to devole a least 40 per
cent of broadcast time between
6 pm. and midnight to pro-
