The following are the provisions of the
Act imposing an excise duty on articles
manufactured in the Dominion.

1. That it is expedient to repeal the several
Acts in force in the Provinces comprising the
Dominion of Canada, imposing or providing
for the collection of duties of excise, on Spirits,
Beer, Tobacco and on goods manufactured in
bond out of duatiable articles, or otherwise
subject to duties of excise in any of the said
Provinces, und to substitute other duties and
provisions common to the whole Dominion.

2. That it is expedient to impose, on Spirih
manufactured in Canada, & daty of excise of
sizty cents for every wine galion of such
Spirits of the strength of proof, and &0 in
proportion for any greater or less strength
than the strength of proof or for any greater
or less quantity than a gallon.

3. That it is expedient to im on Mal¢
manufactured or made in Canada, & duty of
excise of one cent for every pound weight.

4. That it is expedient to impose on fer-
mented bevereges made in imitation of beer
or of malt liquor, and brewed in whole or in
part from any other substance than malt
manufactured or made in Canada, a duty of
excise of three cents and a quarter for every
wine gallon.

On Cavendish Tobaceo, Snuff, and on manu-
factured Tobacco of all kinde, except Cigars,
and commen Canada Twist, for every pound
weight, ten cents ;
