The total production of
eoal in Eurspe in 1890 was, therefore,

between 317,000,000 and 320,000,000 tons,

the output of the collieries of Russia hav-
, ing amounted to about 6,000,600.

The scandal arising from the discovery of
afulterated flour at St. Petersburg is apt to
make trouble for a number of people. The
consignment comprised 300,000 ponds
(7,800,000 English pounds) purchaged from
dealers in Libau, with the view to regulat-

| ing the price of wheat in St. Petersburg as
