Engineers Of
Coup In Egypt i
Found Dangers

The swift turnabout in Egypt

those responsible for the coup
aimed at President Mohamed
Naguib realized suddenly they
were placing themselves in grave
danger.

The abrupt overthrow of a popu-
far idol — the first man to per-

sonify hope for Egypt's impover-
ished masses—would be difficult to,
explain. But this apparently was
not the major consideration in the
turnabout.

Lt.-Col. Gamal Abdel Naster and
the young officers who engineered
the movement which came to be
known as “the blessed revolution.”
suddenly found to thelr dismay
that the man they put forward as
simply a figurehead had grown in
stature far beyond that. Naguib
had become an idolized symbol to
the nation of a dream that one
day it would struggle out of its
morass of poverty and corruption.

The overthrow of Naguib at
once set old forces in motion. Tt
raised the possibility that the coup
could be used to discredit the en-
tire “liberation movement” which
had been carried out in Naguib's
rame. With a split among the
new rulers, the opportunity was
presented to the extremes of both
left and right for alliances aimed
at wrecking the 1052 revolution.

The right, represented by the
monarchist and the dispossessed
leaders of the Waafd party, would
enter into alllances in the hope of
restoring themselves to power. The
extreme left. reoresented by the
outlawed but strong Communists
and thelr sympathizsrs, would en-

of throwir~ the country into poli-
tical turmoll.

The leaders of Egypt's revolu-
tlon cannot have foreotten how
joyously the Communists had

foined the bloody rioting of Jan
26, 1952, when a large part of
Cairo was wrecked. The only alm
of the Communists was chaos. It
cen hardiy be considered a coln-
cidence that after the brief over-
throw of Naguib, with the smeel
of riot again in the air, the uni-
versity students once again moved
into the vanguard of the turmoll

The strength of the Communists
in the universities of FEgypt has
been a source of alarm.

Repoﬂ Quiet Restored
In Revolt-Torn Syria

DAMASCUS (AP) — Anti-Shis
nekly forces claimed complei¢
victory in revolt-torn Syria Satur-
cay and proclaimed aged formet
president Hachem Bey EI Attass!
as chief of state.

Syria’s army chief of staff, Col.
Shawkat Shkeir, broadcast the
proclamation over Damascus radio
after acting President Maahmoun
Kuzbari announced he was re-
signing the post he assumed when
pint-sized dictator Adib Shishekly
fled into cxile in Saudi Arabla.
Kuzbari said Shishekly's cabinet
also has agreed to quit for the
sake of national unity.

Shkeir said Attassi, whose for-
mer regime collapsed when Shis-
hekly seized power Dec. 2, 1951,
already had begun consultations
to form a cabinet.

The dramatic turn came after &
night of rioting in which at least
21 persons were Kkilled or serious-
v wounded when troops loyal to
Zhishekly fired on mobs demand-
ing the resignation of the dicta-
tor's cabinet and the unseating
nf Kuzbari. It was the only out-
break of violence reported dur-
ing the three-day revolution.

Appeal For Unity

Now in his 80s and long revered
by the Syrian public, Attassi was
one of 12 political leaders arrested
by the little dictator after the
Druse tribal rebellion last month.
They were freed after the army’
revolt flared Thursday.

Shkeir announced that the
agreement ending the military
split and putting Shishekly's rival
back at the head of the govern-
ment was reached Saturday night
at Homs, midway between Dam-
ascus and the big northern city
of Aleppo where the revolt was
born. The chief of staff said he
conferred there with  political
leaders and army officers.

The chief of staff said the armyv
was returning to its barracks and
appealed to the people to help
preserve the nation's security.

The meeting which saved
Syria from the danger of civil
war was held while Damascus
slept under a strict curfew.
