Russia has made trem:ndous strides and
no one is more astonished than Russia that

they have been allowed todo it in Mare.u-

ria noticed the country was full of armed

Cossacks. They are not there to guard the
railway, but to overawe. At Port Arthur
I noticed huge preparations going on aa if
for war. I asked, ‘ Why the preparations ?’
and was told ‘to protect trade.’ I looked
upthbe trade of the port for two years and
found that three veseels had been runong
there. Their cargoes were what?
Seaweed! [ do not blame Ruasia;
They are doing their duty
as a pation, but the Britsh policy is a
nations! suicide. There is no open door
in China; it is closed ticht, the hinges are
rusty. [said toa Russiag general, if it
took an army of Cossacks to protect three
cargoes of seaweed, what force shouldit
take to protect Britain’e three millions of
trade at New Chrvang? He lauzhed,
that’s all. New Chwangis Britain’s only
port. I fear encroachment by Russie; tb en
allisover. In diplomacy Russiaalways
wios Britain has positively pnosphere|
of influence, not a sod in Chiva. Britons
are lulled to sleep by the assurance that
we have the Yang-tse valley. Thereis
no such place, I cannot find it, and [ look-
ed forit. Britain has no policy im the
east. So there is no policy to break down.
When I go homeI shal! do what I canto

help Britain make a policy. The lion at
present is somnambulant.
