weed edge, and I presume they!

The farmer expressed
surprise when I told him. “I've
never laid eyes on this covey,” was
his comment.

There are lots of Huns in most
sections but one has to go looking
for them. Just driving around i6
not good enough. Farmers are al-
so a valuable source of informa-'
tion, if they happen -to be in the
mood to impart what they know.
Not long ago I overheard a city
hunter remark: “The Huns are
awful scarce this year. I've talked
to a lot of farmers and they told
me there were none on their
farms this season.” A bystander
remarked;: “Chum, the farmers
are wise to you” Incidentally
this hunter has a Setter and she
is a good one. 0

One thing that puzzles me s
where the hen pheasants are keep-
ing their broods, One sometimes
sees a maze of tracks in the dust
of a dirt yoad where a flock hés
crossed but spotting them in the
flesh is another matter. The only
observers who see many pheasant
coveys are the men, engaged on|
highway construction. They stay
in the one place most all day and
frequently see a hen pheasant
leading her family across’ the
road. Hen pheasants are shy and
secretive birds and stick pretty
close to the rough, especially when
they have young chicks to care
for. '

Many farmers do not care
advertise hunting ' prospects on
thelr land unless they know the
men they are talking to. Some-
how or other 1 don't blame them.

Last fall a farmer acquaintance
of mine told me this joke on him-
self. He had a nice covey of Huns
on the front section of his farm
that bordered on a river. He saw
them most every day and he did
not bother them, the birds them-

to

selves accepted him like they
would ordinary livestock around
the farm.
