China talks Molotov proposed could
not have been clearer: “I would
like to state here plainly and
unequivocally that the Soviet for-
eign minister already knows—that
, the United States will not agree
to join in a five-power conference
with the Chinese Communist ag-
gressors for the purpose ot dealing
generally with the peace of the
world.”

Dulles’ surprise acceptance
Molotov’s agenda does not imply
agreement on the points it con-
tains—it is solely a procedural
basis upon which to get the talks
| started. Nor does it mean the
i Western powers will agree to any
move to make agreement on one
item a condition to moving on to
the next.

Dulles said Molotov's statement
Monday was a matter of “profound
dlsappointment.” The United Stat-
es is willing to deal with “and dis-
pose of” the China talks point,
Dulles said, but he gave this warn-
ing:

“The United States rejects the
Soviet concept that any of the so-
called five great powers has a
rizht to rule the world and to
d..cim.ae the destinies of other
nations.”

He continued: “Mr. Molotov has
proposed an agenda. It is not the
agenda that we would propose but
it is an agenda which we will take
'for the sake of getting down to
work.

“The important thing is that we
. quickly show a capacity to dis-
charge our responsibilities towards
| others and not waste our time in
recriminations amongst ourselves.”

Dulles said it was “saddening”

that Molotov had seized on the

openinz of the new conference to
accumulate and repeat the old
l false charges and recriminations
so often heard from Soviet rulers.

“The future wili never be a fut-
ure of peace unless it reflects new
ideas and new vision,” Dulles said.

Molotov professed to fear that
the European Defence Community
would be dominated by German
militarism, but this was precisely
what it was designed to prevent,
Dulles contended.

Reviews Aims

Mr. A. T. Parkes, the guest
speaker, who is Maritime manager
of the Canadian Chamber of Com-

Following is the text of the ad-
dress delivered by retiring Presi-
dent, Alan Holman at the annual
banquet meeting last night of the
Summerside Board of Trade:

“Once again we come to the end
of another year's activities of the
Summerside Board of Trade, and
once again it becomes the job of
the outgoing president to review,
briefly we all hope, the activities
of the past year, to give praise to
those committees that have pro-
gressed well, to mention all the
additions and improvements which
have taken place in the Town of
Summerside, and Prince County,
most of which were done with no
assistance from our Board, but tn
which we can point with pride, to
mourn our losses and welcome our
new-comers,

“During the last year Summer-
side has lost through death, many
outstanding citizens, including Mr:
Donald Baker, a former president
of this Board and an outstanding
community worker. His death has
been a great loss to this Board,
this community and to his family
and fellow workers. We have wel-
comed to Summerside many new
citizens, ;some temporary, wile
in Her Majesty's Services, and cer-
tainly some who, we hope, wiil
make our community their per-
manent home. To these we say
welcome, and I know that, I speak
for all of our members, when I say
that we all offer you every assist-
ance possible in making your stay
here, whether permanent or tem-
porary, as pleasant as possible.

Change In Method

“Our Board, this last year, start-
ed out with a changed method of
operation. It had been planned to
have the Council of the Board take
a more active part in the activities
of the Board by having regular
meetings and doing most of the
planning and action on behalf of
the Board as a whole, with the
approval of the Board at the
regular meetings. It was also
planned to hold a supper meeting
every three months, to report to
the Board on the activities, and to
invit: to the meetings, some in-
teresting speaker to help keep up
the interest of our citizens in the
work, I regret to day that, al}
though this program started eut
with a bang at the first of ‘the
yea-, interest rapidly dwindled,
and the program was no% a suc-
cess, We had one supper meeting
in the spring, addressed by Mr.
Watson Jamer, Chairman of the
Traffic Safety Committes of the
Maritime Board of Trade, which
was rather disappointing in at-
tendance. I do not recall any other.

“We started out with reguler
Counci' meetings in the Spring,
but, during the Summer, these

dwindled out, and this Fall, to mv
knowledge, only one was held.
Now, Gentlemen, this is due to a
numb-r of different circumstan=es,
the absence of our Secretary, dur-
ing the summer months had some
bearing on it, but it Is primarily
due to the fact that your President
did .pot give Board of Trade mat-
ters a hizh enough priority in his
ist of activities. T certainlv should
and will shoulder the most of the
blame

Active Committees

“Because our Board, us a whoic
was dormant, does not mean that
we were entirely inactive. Luckily
for us, we had a number of Com-
mitte chairmen, who were agres-
sive, not afraid of work and who
had the good of the Community
in their minds and in their
activities, The Tourist Committee
was, as always very active, Under
the chairmanship of Mr. Ross Mac-
Kenzie, a drive was made very
early in the year to get the roads
properly repaired before, not after,
the tourist season started. They
met with, at least some success.
The Tourist Bureau was again
operated, ant, although we lost the
operator who had run this Burean
since its first opening a most suc-
cessful years service to the travel-
ling public was given.

“A keen interest was taken In

the Trans-Canada and Borden
Highways, and numerous repre-
sentations were made to the De-
partment of Public Works about
the different locations, and turns
on these roads.

Produce Prices

“The drop in oroduce prices
ghould b-> a very grave concern to
71l the members of this Board. Re-
duced farm Income will adversely
effect practicallv every member of
this Board. as the economy of this
nrovince demends on the farmer.
When we consider that in many
areas of the world, there Is a
severe shortage of food. which in
some places amount to famine con-
ditlons, while in our country there
is an over abundance, one wond-
ers whv our food cannnt be tran-
snnvted to thoee conntries.

“T wovld suagest th-t this Board
work on this nroblem bv urging our
Provincial and Federal Govern-
ments to study more fully the dis-
tribmtion and  exchanee auestion
with the idea of h-vine this condi-
tion corrested, While sneaking
shout produce vprices and the
farmer, I would also like to say
that T belleve that this Board can
continue to do a lot to foster a
better feeling between the Town
and the Farm. Tt certainly can-
not do so by talking about Day-
light Saving.” It can do so by help-
ing to make Summerside a better
place for the farmer to visit, by
trylng to understand ‘his pro-
blems, as well as ‘the Town’ pro-
blems, and by more actively work-
ing to help him dispose of what he
produces at a reasonable profit to
himself I say that with the firm
conviction that the future pros-
perity of this community depends
on the Farmer.

“I look' with alarm on the dis-
continuance of the regular bus ser-
vice between the Airport and
Summerside. By the time that this
speech is given, this condition
might have been rectified, but, if
it is not, this Board should take
immediate steps to try and have
some type of service re-instated.
Why? Because, as a trading centra,
it is of vital importance to this
town to have good communications
with a centre, such as Slemon
Park where no regular stores are
evailable for the convenience of
the residents

Importance of Trade

“At this time, it should be point-
ed out that Summerside s a trad-
ing centre. There are no industries
in the town, of sufficlent size, to
support the community as a whole,
and, without our trade, this com-
munity would quickly shrivel and
die. As a retailer, I believe that
some effort should be made by the
governing body of the town %
make this ‘community a betier
place for our ‘out of town' shop-
pers, and, when I mean a betrer
place, I mean a more conveniant
place, with better traffic facilities,
parking facilities and better police
