Summerside Meeting

The Prince County semi-annual
meeting, with which was combin-
ed the election of a member to
{he Potato Board, was a lively
one, with much discussion cen-
tering on the policles of the Po-
tato Board.

A public meeting where oppos-
ing factlons meet face to face
and discuss their difterences is
still the best clarifier of public
opinion. While, during the heat of
discussion there may be little in-
clination to give ground yet
afterwards we belleve, each party
has a much better understanding
of the other's viewpoint.

Under resolutlons, the meeting
agreed in principle to doubling
{he size of the Board by adding
{hresa more growers and two
dealers. .

A motlon calling for a plebls-
cite on the Board was tabled and
a suggestion that the Board take
steps to control contracting and
heavy individual acreage was not
dealt with.

A resolution of contidence and
support for the Board carried by
quite a large majority of those
present. In the election conducted
by the Provincial Marketing
Board, four candidates appeared
and after a close election Mr.
Allle MacNelll of West Cape was
declared elected.

The whole meeting was a very
<atistactory one and gave evi-
dence of serious thinking on the
part of those present resulting
in discussion for the most part
at quite a high level

While many farmers, apparently,
look on time spent at a meet-
ing, as being In a sense playing
hookey from the school of .hurd
labor we suggest that there is no
better way to become acquainted
with both sides of a question and
thus arrlving at a reasonable con-
clusion.

(1) Agricultural prosperity lndﬂ

production without providing for
its utllization would ruin farme-
ers. What Is required Is a balan-
ced Increase In industrial produc-
tion and agricultural productlion
and a commensurate improvement
in markets.

(2) Conversely, general prosper-
ity depends on agricultural pnos-
perity. The greatest potential for
the marketing of a constantly in-
creasing industrial production lles
in raising the purchasing power
of that vast number of agricul-
tural producers whose incomes are
very low.

(3) Every advanced natlon re-
quires trade for progress and
makes progress best when trade
is expanding. So-called under-de-
veloped countries obviously need
both production and trade.

(4) The world requires growing
markets which more and more
serve human needs thus providing
outlets for increased and more
diversitied production, In order to
facilitate this needed expansion of
international trade, it is essential
to bring about progressive redus-
tlon of restrictions to trade.

(5) This objective will be more
readily achleved if measures com-
plementary with those in the do-
mestic sphere are established on
the International plane to mitl-
gate the efforts of international
price disturbances.

6) A reduction of prohibitive
tariffs and a simplification of cus-
toms procedures In North Am-
erica were an essentlal first stage
in enabling Europe to increase its
dollar earnings to eliminate the
present deficit. Further progress
should be encouraged in this dir-
ection. Llkewise, Europeamn coun-
trles, as their dollar earnings in-
crease through expanded trade,
should relax their currency re-
strictions and progressively re-
duce their trade barrlers amongst
themselves and between them and
the rest of the world. It 1s essen-
tial that Europe's limited revenue
from forelgn trade should be
carefully distributed as between
‘mports of capital goods and im-
ports of consumer goods.

(7) The Committee has again
considered the proposal to estab-
lish a world food reserve, into
which surplus supplies can be
placed and from which they can
ba withdrawn to meet the needs
of necessitious areas and contrl-
bute to the stabilization of mar-
kets, The Committee considers
that IFAP should continue to en-
dorse this proposal and further
feels that it should be developed
into a practical operation under
the joint auspices of the FAO,
the International Bank for Re-
construction and Development,
and the Secretariat of the Un-
ited Nations, The Committee at-

Hannam and Holland

Returning from the 1. F. A, P.
Conference in Rome, Dr. Hannam
visited the flooded areas of Hol-
land and tells ot driving along
a dike on one side of which were
beautiful farms and luxurious
crops and on the other the green
sea reachfing to the roofs of farm
homes amd leaving exposed only
the tops of row upon row of dead
orchard trees.

Visited was a small community
of originally thirty eight people,
of whom eighteen lost their lives.
In comjpany with one farmer In
a sma boat, a trlp was made
over farm land in and among
barns and houses. At one point
the boat was beached and & small
village inspected where the doors
of houses had been marked with
a large “X” to Indicate that a
search had been made for bodies.

Already great strides have been
made In repalring the one hun-
dred gaps in the seawall. The
next step is to pump out the
water then treat the soil with
gypsum, perhaps for several years
to oounteract the salt.

Some idea of the work involved
in repalring the dykes may be
gotten from the fact that one
single break was a quarter of a
mike long and washed out to a
depth of one hundred and twenty
feeit. To repair this it is neces-
sany to build a seml-circle dyke,
three and one half’ miles long.
Anyone who can visualize what
thieir own farm would be like
with ten feet of salt water lap-
ping around the eaves of homes,
oovering the machinery and the
drowned bodies of their livestock,
‘will have some idea of the misery
suffered in this part of Holland.
