(CP)—Fish
landings in Newfoundland dur-
ing October were seven per cent
below the October 1961 calch,

31,000.000.000 pounds of
fish worth $846,000 were caught
last month, compared with :m.
000,000 pounds worth $862,000
the same month last year. Poor
weather conditions were blamed
for the reduced volume.

Cod landings were up to 16,
000,000 pounds, hut the mack-
erel catch was only half of that
in October last year. However,
the herring caich doubled to
600,000 pounds.
