The {iftieth anniversary services
of the Kensington Presbyterian
Church on Sunday were largely
attended. The large attendance at
the morning and afternoon service
showed the great interest of the
members and friends of the church
in celebrating the fiftieth anni-
versary but the evening service far

ded the exp of those
in charge of the services, the crowd
assembling exceeding the capacity
of the building. Additional chairs
were secured from the Town Hall
but even with this additional ac-
commodation, standing room was
at a premium.

The Rev. T. W. Goodwill, of
Hillsburg, Ont., a former minister
of the Kensington congregation,
was the preacher at the morning
service. His text was taken from
Psalm 16: 6, “The lines are fallen
unto me in pleasant places: yea,
I have a goodly heritage” Very
eloquently Mr. Goodwill contrasted
an earthly heritage with a heaven-
ly heritage. An earthly heritage of
itself is not of great value. It may
even bring a curse. He then point-
ed out the fundamental import-
ance of the heavenly heritage.
Without the heavenly heritage, the
earthly heritage is valueless. Prop-
erty in a churchless community
would not be of much value. He
exhorted the congregation to show
greater interest in the heavenly
heritage: to have greater love for
the church; and to lay hold of the
salvation offered in the gospel.

Music was furnished at the
morning service by the Kensington
choir. The anthems, “I Will Lift
Up Mine Eyes” by Lane; and
“Where He Leads Me,” by Owen,
were sung. The hymns sung were:
“Thou Shalt Arise, and Mercy Yet
Thou to Mount Zion Shalt Ex-
tend,” “O Word of God Incarnate,’
and “I Love Thy Kingdom Lord.
An historical sketch of the church
prepared by Rev. Rhoad, Mr.
Thomas Ramsay, Mr. John Stavert
and Gordon Glover, was read.

Address By Dr. Fraser

At the afternoon service at 3
p.m. an historical address was giv-
en by the Rev. J. Keir Fraser,
D.D., of Alberton. He dwelt upon
the history of the past one hund-
red and fifty years. The firs{ Pres-

byterian minister to visit the
Island was the Rev. Dr. James
MacGregor of Pictou. He visited

the various settlements on the Is-
land as often as possible and ad-
ministered the ordinances of the
church. The first settled minister
on the Island was the Rev. Peter
Gordan who was ordained as min-
ister over Covehead and St. Peters.
At this early time there were only
two other ministers of religion on
the Island, the Rev. Mr. Desbrisay
of the Episcopal Church, and Bish-
op MacEachern of the Catholic
Church. Dr. Fraser dwelt at great
length on the work of the Rev. Dr.
Keir of Malpeque. Dr. Keir was
not only minister at Malpeque for
fifty years but he was also a pro-
fessor of theology and as such had
a great influence through his
training of the ministers of the
church. His ability as a theologian
was widely recognized both in Can-
ada and United States. Dr. Fraser
spoke of the great love which the
pioneers had for the church and
of the difficulties which they had
in attending church. He said that
we today with our better means of
travel should imitate the zeal of
the pioneers. He closed with a brief
history of Presbyterianism in Ken-
sington.

The music at the afternoon serv-
ice was furnished by members of
the Zion Presbyterian choir from
Charlottetown. Mr. McEwen pre-
sided at the organ. Two solos were
sung, one by Mrs, Harold Gillesple,
and the other by Mr. Craswell. A
duet was rendered by Miss McLen-
nan and Mr, Craswell. A newspaper
account of the opening of the
church fifty years ago was read.
This  clipping  was _furnished
through the courtesty of Mr..John
Anderson.

The Rev. T. W. Goodwill preach-
ed at the evening service using as
his text Revelation 3:8, “Behold I
have set before thee and open door,
and no man can shut it.”

HISTORICAL SKETCH

Prior to the erection of the Pres-
byterian Church in Kensington
services were held in Kensington
at stated times by ministers from
Malpeque. In 1885 preparations
were begun looking forward to the
erection of a church in Kensing-
ton. On July 9, 1885, a tea was held
to raise funds for the erection of
the church.

In 1886 under the ministry of the
Rev. George MacMillan of Mal-
peque the church was erected and
was opened on Christmas Day
1886, Kensington continued for the
time being to be a pa;t of the
Malpeque pastoral charge. The
session minutes of the Malpeque
(or Princeton) congregation con-
tain the following items: October
16, 1887. “Agreed to call a meeting
of the congregation at an early
day to consider the future connec-
tion of Kensington station.” De-
cember 26, 1887. “Fifteen members
of this congregation were certified
to Kensington that section having
been disjoined from Princetown
and connected with New London
North.” It would appear from these
items that in the fall of 1887 Ken-
sington was formally disjoined
from Malpeque and was united to
New London North.

During the period from the
opening of the church until the
calling of the first minister the
congregation was served by the
cooperation of three ministers.
These were the Rev. Mr. MacMill-
an of Malpeque, the Rev. Mr.
Mason of Long River, and the Rev.
Mr. Scott of Bedeque. The first
sacrament of the Lord’s Supper
was dispensed in the Kensington
Church by tbese three ministers on
March 13, 1887. The first session
consisted of Robert Humphrey,
Walter Stavert, Willlam Walker
and wiliam Brown. The Sunday
School was organized May 20, 1888.

On August 31, 1888, there was the
induction of the first minister. He
was the Rev. J. M. Macleod, who
was a recent graduate from Prince-
ton Theological Seminary, Prince-
ton, N. J. He continued as minis-
ter for about seven years until

as

was for
about five years until September
24, 1916. During the minirtry of the
Rev. .Mr. Sutherland, the Rev. B.
M. Lockhart was designated and
ordained as a missionary in this
church.

The. Rev. Thomas W. Goodwell
was the next minister who served
this congregation. His ministry
lasted for nearly five years, from
February 25, 1917 until November
27, 1921, .

‘Mr. Goodwill was succeeded an
May 14, 1922, by the =ev. A. W.
Robertson. Mr. Robertson was min-
ister for about three years, until
the disruption of 1925.

Following the disruption of 1925
the congregation was served by
various supplies. The first of these
who served for a considerable time;
was the Rev. Dr. M. E. Genge who |
served for about a year and a half.
Following him the Rev. Fred Wil-
liamson supplied for an extended
time,

‘The first inducted minister fol-
lowing the disruption of 1925 was
the Rev. T. L. Willlams. He served
for about a year and a half, from
April 4, 1929 until October 1930.

For a little over a year follow-
ing the departure of the Rev. Mr.
Willlams the congregation was
served by the Rev. D. L. Griffiths
and the Rev. C. R. Ashdown who
were stated supplies.

The present minister, the Rev.
Wm. O. Rhoad, began his ministry,
as stated supply, in December 1931.
He was inducted as minister of this
congregation in September 1933.

During the past fifty years the
church has been served - by nine
ministers as well as numerous sup-
plies between pastorates. Let us
thank God for His blessing and
sustained grace during the past
fifty years and pray for His con-
tinued blessing in the future.
Opening of the New Presbyterian

Church, Kensington

On BSaturday, the 25th of De-
December, 1886, this new church
was completed and formally open-
ed on the following day, the 26th.

On the 8th of April 1885, the
first meeting of those desiring the
building of a church was held, and
though small in number, a resolu-
tion was recorded that the work
would be undertaken and proceed-
ed with without delay. And we are
proud to say that the interest in
it deepened from day to day until
what appeared at first a heavy un-
dertaking for so small a body, has
been accomplished, and we now
have a comfortable and neat
church finished and furnished. The
bullding is 50 x 32 feet and 20 foot
wall with a span roof. The very
best material has been used
throughout, and it presents a very
good appearance outside, though
plain in design still substantial
looking. The inside is neat and
comfortable. The entry is on the
end, with a stairway on the left
leading to the gallery, and a class-
room to the right. Two doors then
lead into the main building, one
to each aisle. There are three rows
of pews in front of the pulpit, and
one on each side. The pews are well

1898, istry the Wo-
men's Missionary Soclety was or-
ganized. The first meeting was held
Thursday, January 22, 1891, at two
o'clock. The first officers were Miss
Barbara McLeod, President; Mrs.
Willlam MacLeod, Vice President;
Miss Annie Sharpe, Secretary; and
Miss Jane Glover, Treasurer. Be-
fore the close of the first meeting
there were twenty-two members on
the roll. This soclety has always
been very active. It has grown un-
til at the present time there are
two missionary societies in the
congregation.

In March 1896 the Rev. Charles

D. Sterling was inducted as min-
ister of this congregation, He was
minister for about six years, until
1910. During the pastorate of the
Rev. Mr. Sterling the church
building was enlarged and improv-
ed by the erection of the school

room.
On September 10, 1911, the Rev.
