Centuries of history have
taught Britishers to fear and
distrust foreigners.

Oxford don and pro-
ponent of Britain's joining Eu-
rope, “you can say without ex-
aggeration that the continent is

“I couldn’t agree more,” said
William Pickles, Common Mar-
ket opponent and Labor Party
theoretician.

CAN'T MAKE TEA
“It is absolutely true,” said a
London travel agent charged
with taking Britishers through
the pleasures and harrows of
continental holidays. ““France
a brothel, the Swedes are nud-
ists. the Germans are health-
through-joy types and the re-
maining Europeans are oily
gypsies. But worst of all, they
are all foreigners who cannot
make a decent cup of tea.”
