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Phil Watson Named Coach
Of The New York Rangers

NEW YORK, (CP) — Scrappy
Phil Watson, who came to New
York Rangers as a player 20 years
ago because they were able to
prove he was slightly more a
Scot than a French-Canadian,
Monday realized his “‘No. 1 ambit-
ion.” He was appointed coach of
the National Hockey League team
with which he starred as a play-
maker for 12 seasons.

Watson, a volatile competitor
who would fight at the drop of a

« glove and is second only to Ching

Johnson in Ranger penalty rec-
ords, succeeds Murray Muzz Pat-
rick, his old roommate, who only
last week was promoted to general
ager when Frank Boucher quit
after 30 years with the club.
Patrick, who personally selected
Watson for the job and signed him
up for an undisclosed salary in a
Montreal meeting last week, re-
called that the Rangers originally
got Phil “because they were able
#o prove he was a Scot.”

LESTER WON OUT

Watson, 40-year-old ' native of
Montreal, was born of a French-
Canadian mother and a Scots
father. He was with Montreal Roy-
als when the Rangers put him on
their  negotiation list.  Montreal
Canadiens, who then had the rights
under an NHL rule to any French-|
Canadian player in Quebec prov-|
Ince, protested. |

But Lester Patrick, Ranger
eoach, pointed out that Watson's
Scottish ancestry went back for
many years whereas there was a
mixed strain on the French side.
The league upheld the Rangers
and they got what turned out to be
one of the most colorful players
the NHL has seen in many years.

Brig.-Gen. John Reed Kilpatrick,
Ringer president who introduced
the new coach at a luncheon, said
the recent appointments turn over
a ‘“‘completely new leaf’’ for the
team. He said the club was also
econtemplating a number of deals
and that the question of helping
the league's weaker teams, includ-
ing the Rangers, would be dis-
eussed in a few days at a Montreal
meeting of the board of governors.

ontreal For Chicago
0 As Hawks Coach

MONTREAL, (CP)—Dick Irvin, veteran hockey
coach whose move from Montreal Canadiens to Chicago
Blacks Hawks was announced Monday, said ‘‘we are
going to shoot for not worse than third place.”

Irvin’'s appointment to a two-year contract was
announced in Chicago by president Jim Norris of the
Hawks, last-place club in the last two National Hockey

League seasons.

In going from the Canadiens to
help rebuild the Hawks, Irvin
leaves a club he eoached for the
last 14 seasons.

“Mr. Norris made me a very at-
tractive offer which I felt I
couldn’t turn down,” said the 62-
year-old Irvin. “That's where 1
got my start in the NHL. I think
Chicago is one of the best hockey
cities in North America.”

Irvin said the attractive money
offer was the main factor in his
decision, but there was also the
challenge of bringing up a tail-end
club to high ranking.
REPLACES EDDOLLS

In Chicago Irvin succeeds
Frankie Eddolls, whom he
coached when Frankie first broke
into the NHL as a defenceman
with Montreal in the 1944-45 sea-

son, Eddolls has been offered the
coaching job with Buffalo Bisons
of the American Hockey Leggue,
a Black Hawk farm club.

Irvin’s  successor in Montreal
has not been named.

Managing director Frank Selke
said the directors have not made
any decision and no announcement
is likely ‘until possibly mid-June.

Selke indicated, however, that
the most likely candidates are in
the Canadiens organization.

In connection with previous re-
ports of Irvin's likely departure
and his possible successor, Selke
ruled out Ken Reardon, director of
farm clubs, and Butch Bouchard,
veteran defenceman.

“For personal reasons, and even
for selfish reasons because of his
value and experience as a coach,
1 hate to lose him (Irvin),” said
Selke. ““We were together when he
first came to Toronto from Chi-
cago in the 1931-32 season. Then
he came to Montreal in the 1941-42
season and I followed him here
