Spring Crop Rolls Into
United States Mar-
kets Ending Likeli-
hood of Famine,

NEW YORK, June 9—The spring
potato crop rolled into this market
today ending for the time being
the l'kellhood of a “spud” famine
and toppling prices from the peaks
for reveral years established toward
the end of last week. .

New crop white potatoes, scores
of carloads of them, have been
rushed to the produce district from
some half dozen states In the past
itwo days, commission merchants
reported.

Prices, which were above the $8
mark per barrel at the week end,
have dipped to around $7.

The ecanty supplies part of a
squeeze which has been developing
for months, became particularly
noticeable last Friday when the
Furness liner Ambherst, due with
5,000 bags frem Prince Edward
Island, went aground off the New
Enzland coast. Her cargo, the line
said today, had been salvaged with
lit'le damage. T™e addition helped
to ease the pinched eastern mar-
kets.

Demand Dwindles

levels today as demand dwindled.
