Her
gold (more than 20 per cent of
free world production), dia
monds (more than half of world
production with marketing con-
trol of at least 85 per cent of
world production), copper and
heavy industry can speed Afri
can development by decades
or, if isolated from the re-
mainder of the continent,

““What matters is the direc-
tion you are moving, not how
fast you are moving. T h
whul kind of feeling that Prem
ier Hendrik Verwoerd has be
come a symbol — that if he
agreed to a vote for every man
(regardless of color) tomorrow,
it still would not change feel-
ings. We must avoid the sym-
bolic and look for the signs of
change.”
