Dr. E. Rendle Bowness, head of
the Research De&rtmem of Mas-
ter Feeds, Limited, Toronto and
Mont:eal, paid our Province a visit
this week and met quite g number
of ranchers and stw¥ ralsers with
whom he discussed fted problems.
His concern are large manufactur-
ersof feeds for horses, cattle, sheep,
poultry, foxes and mink, and it
Dr. Bowness' job toinvestigate the
sclentific problems concerning the
varfous animals which these feeds
cater to. He was born in Bedeque,
P.E.I, a son of George Bowness,
attending Prince of
Wales College went to Ontario
Veterinary College where he grad-
uated, and has since spent consid-
erable time in research work so
that tcday he is one of the reccg-
nized authorities in Canada on
nutritjon of fur bearing animals.

We have been informed from
several quarters that there has
been considerable mortality among
fox pups during the last weeks of
June and early pait of July. Most
of them passed out quickly after
baing a bit staggery, and quite a
few suffered from a form of diar-
thoea. Whatever the cause it is
important that all pens, dens and
compartments be thoroughly disin-
feoted so as to prevent the spread
of any infection. Straw or refuse
from pens or dens should be taken
clear of the ranch and either burn-
ed or placed so far away that it
could not be a future cause of
trouble. ‘Last year a somewhat
similar condition prevailed, and
the writer wonders if the change
to fish and a
larger pooportion of cereals might
be the cause. A  rancher with
whom I conversed the other eve-
ning and who has had a it
deal of experience, claims that his
fatalities are very small over &
m}od of years and he attributes
to the fact that his diet Is
largely meat.

To kill half-tame, hand-
fed birds, accustomed to food i
farmer's yard, or when they are
terrified and driven before the guns,
is litble mrore sport than to kill
canaries with a hammer, What is
difficult is to be desired; the skill
emphasized, and even something
risked to meke killing respectable
by a civilized mind. Let us admit
the savage in ourselves by cultivat-
ing his skill, for the man who can
shoot a bird or a fish with a bow
and arrow is still doing something
which it is difficult eltogether to
despise. It is too mwach to hope that
sport will ever deign to_be useful.
If the sF:rrmne'n must kill without
control, it would be well if he would
kill the enemies of the human race
against which we have never been
entirely successful, The rat and the
wolf will tax his ingenuity to the
limit and there are other danger-
ous things to which he might pro=
fitably direct his slaughterous in-
tent, starlings in some places, Eng«
lish sparrows in others—but there

is mo hope of that. The sportsman
prefers _something easier.
