Mr. Balfour's Speech

Loxpox, Nov. 29.—Arthur J. Balfour,
the government leader of the House of
Commone, addressing the natiooal eone
servative conference at Dewsbury yester-
day, replied to the charge that the govern~
ment’s motive io the war in South Africa
was the acquisition of the gold fields.

“]I have vow come to the canclusion,”
Le said, “that declaration of war by the
Transvall and the Free State was
not  auny despairing  etruggle for
liberty but & bold bid for empire, & bid to
make themselves the nucleus of & Dutch-
speaking paramount power in South Africa
and 0 exclude for ever the hated Britisher
from a dominating inflaence from that part
of the world.

“[hese people have risked their all up~
on the stake of war, and it is incredible
that such a risk could be run merely to
prevent the Uitlander getting a vote.

*“Their dreem may be madnoess, but it is
intelligent maduoess waen we consider the
whole situation aud the military difficulties
that beset Great Britain in a South
African campaign.

“ They have also vainly counted upon
the Britigh party system.

* Another reason may be found in their
profeund contempt for Rritish arms.”

Passing to a higher eulegy of the
“ brilliant bravery of our troops, the

courage, patriotism and endurance of the
small colony of Natal, so transcendently
displayed, aud the “ patriotic spirit of the
colonies generally,” he continued :
