Has Big Job In
Mapping Galaxy

One of the hardest jobs In the
world is picking a star out of 100
million and when the number gets
to be 100 billion the scientists
can have the task. One of the
men in Canada trying to separate
the various stars is Dr. Donald A.
MacRae, son of Dr. D. A. MacRae,
Osgoode Hall,* Toronto, and a
nephew of Mrs. C. R. MacKinnon,

Dr. MacaRe's biggest task is
that of trying to separate the

galaxy and cataloguing the radial
velocities of the stars. The gal-|
axy is a lens-shaped collection ol‘i
stars about 100 million light yoar.\'J
across. |
One of his tasks is ascertaining|
such |

h

the relationship between
groups as the Pleiades and trying
to learn how they fit into the
galactic structure.

By means of special instruments

Dr. MacRae is enabled to deter-
mine how far away the stars|
which he is observing are. He also|
has for his use a 74 inch tele-

scope which permits him to de-
termine whether the stars are of
the same type, though possibly
of different size and luminosity.

His studies have carried him
from the University of Toronto,
where he received his degrees in
mathematics and physics, to Har-
vard University, Boston, where he
obtained his degree of PhD. in
astronomy, and through the Uni-
versity of Cornell, Pennsylvania
and the Case Institute at Cleve-|
land, Ohin. During the war years
Dr. MacRae did a considerable
amount of research at Oak Ridge,
Iater returning to the University
of Toronto where he is an assoc-
late professor of astronomy. |

Physics and astronomy have hn-}
come Increasingly allied, and al-|
though Dr. MacRae's study of the!
galaxy is more astronomical than
physical in its nature, much of
the observed phenomena is only
explainable in the light of phy-
sical knowledge.

At noon on Wednesday
Mr. Thompson received a phone
call from New York, stating that a
sister ship, the lLargarfoss, coming
from Iceland with 1500 tons of
frozen fish, was in distress with a
broken cylinder wall and that the
Trollafoss would have to go to her
ald and tow her to Halifax. It was
estimated that the towing speed
would not be more than three
knots, in which case the potatoes
would have arrived in Norfolk, Va.,
three days behind schedule.

On Friday, the 22nd, the New
York agents advised that the en-
gineer from the Trollafoss was go-

ing aboard the stricken ship. He
was able to seal off the broken
cylinder wall and with  her sister

ship accompanying, the Largarfoss
made Halifax. The Trollafoss then
proceeded on her way and arrived
