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to bring about a national pension
plan. But there is still the question
of how far the federal government
will go in meeting his stipulations.

Should this be the dominant
theme at next's week's conference,

s likely to dwarf other issues of
equal concern to the smaller prov-
inces. We can only hope that this
will not prove to be the case.
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
