The following letter dated May
925th from Dr. George Bishop, now
a member of the staff of Hagyard
and Hagyard, veterinarians of Lex-
ington, Kentucky, touches on A

years. . . . “Kindly find enclosed
a couple of clippings, also a little
bit of information re the Saliva
Test of race horses. I am also
enclosing a copy of the 17th An-
nual Convention of State Racing
Commissioners. You can look it
over, especially on page 46, where
the details of the testing are
pretty well outlined. Everyone
on P. E. I. and especially those
interested in horse racing, has at
one time or another been concern-
ed re the saliva testing of race
horses for stimulants used — or
thought to be used. At the pre-
sent time we have here at Hag-
yard's, Dr. Claude Mauberret of
New Orleans, La. Dr. Mauberret
is the state veterinarian for the
Louisiana State Racing Commis-
sion. He has been associated witn
the saliva and urine testing of
horses raced over the fair grounds
race track at New Orleans for the
past few years.

“I know that the horse race peo-
ple of the Maritimes will be in-
terested in getting some first
hand information re this import-
ant matter. Dr. Mauberret and
I have discussed the procedure
on a number of occasions. In a
few sentences I shall endeavor to
give the highlights. Prior to each
race the track veterinarian, or
Dr. Mauberret, observe each hors2
in the paddock not only for any
use of a stimulant but also for
soundness. Either the track vet-
erinarian or Dr. Mauberret follows
the horses or is present at the
Starting Gate in case of accident
or some other difficulty. After
the horses leave the Starting Gatc
they proceed to watch the horses
as they pull up at the finish. On
instructions from the judges stand
a designated officer is assigned
to the winner or any other horse
as the judges see fit to assign an
officer to. The officer then ac-
companies the horse to the win-
ner's circle or to the paddock.
The state veterinarian or his as-
sistant takes the saliva spec-
imen.

This procedure consists of usinga
swab and a collection container. The
swdb is rubbed up and down on
each side of the horse’s mouth
until saliva runs freely. It is col-
lected in the container and two
ounces of water is used to rinse
the horse's mouth out. The train-
er then signs for the collection
and before his eyes the container
is sealed and the specimen is
shipped to the laboratory for test-
ing. At the same time six urine
specimen collectors are on hand
to collect urine samples. One
such collector remains with the
animal continuously and for two
hours after the horse is put in
the stall if necessary. If a col-
lection is made the officer seals
it also in the presence of the
trainer or groom. This sample is
also forwarded to the laboratory
for testing.

“From the information, I can
gather the equipment used is
rather costly and elaborate for
testing these specimens. In the
first place a trained chemist is
necessary and trained technicians
to conduct the test properly and
make correct interpretations. The
instrument which has proven
most satisfactory is the spectro-
photometer. Dr. Mauberret states
that the saliva specimen alone
just doesn’t get it and the la-
boratory requires the urine spec-
imen. This 1is the procedure
briefly and is exactly the man-
ner in which the test is conduct-
ed. One can readily see that the
whole procedure if properly done
is an expensive one, in my opin-
ion far too expensive for the race
tracks of the Maritimes at the
present time.

“In all the years I have been
associated with the horse game 1
can truthfully say that it is a
fully recognized fact among horse-
men that most so-called recognized
stimulants are of little or no value
to any horse. If he is wintered
well on a high protein ration and
raced well, that’s about the most
satisfactory stimulant any horse
needs to race on. I do not be-
lieve any owner would ever con-
sent to have his horses checked
by any amateur, let alone have
untrained and unqualified labora-
tory workers say that this horse
or that horse has had a stim-
ulant administered to him. I feel

One evening this week I had a
visit from Messrs. Addy and Couchr
two wildlife officers here to study
the current waterfowl prospects.
Addy is from the U. 8. Fish &
wildlife Service, Washington, D.C.
and Couch represents the Domin-
fon Wildlife Service, Ottawa. Both
were optimistic over the duck
prospects, particularly blacks and
Blue-wing teal. They have been
in the province for the best part
of a week and have used a plane
for a general check and a conoe
for a close field study of specific
areas. I have found this spring
that the black ducks have been
behaving better. Pairs have been
on location since early in April
and gave every apearance of being
in & homemaking mood. In sharp
contrast to last season when con-
centrations numbering up to fifty
birds would be found loafing on
marshes and salt water sandbars.
Furthermore brcods of blacks
have been in evidence since May
19th. It was nearing mid-Junelast
spring before any broods of young
were spotted and they were few
and far between. The Federal
Field men and the writer compar-
ed notes and our separate . find-
ings were identical. Why black
cucks this spring have shown a
right-about-face over their be-
haviour last season s & mystery
which wildlife officials  hope to
solve some day. As Addy remark-
ed: “If I only had the power to
talk to black ducks for ten min-
utes T'd solve problems that are
puzzling Blologists in both Wash-
ington and Ottawa.”
The announcement by the De-
partment of Industry and Natur-
al Resources that they are paying
s bounty of 15¢ on every pair of
crows feet turned in at the office
of the Royal Packing Company,
Charlottetown, should serve as an
impetus to the Crow Contest be-
ing conducted this summer by the
Queen's County Branch of the P.
E. I. Fish and Game Association.
Bounty payment expires on July
15th. With shotgun shells retailing
at approximately 12 1-2 cents each
one needs to miss very few crows
unless its the wish to wind up in
the red. However, some valuable
prizes have been offered  which
