IN MEMORIAM

REV. ARTHUR G. HABERLIN
The

sudden passing of the Rev.
Arthur Garfield Haberlin in T;nl-
ford, Pennsylvania, on the night
of  Wednesday, March 27, 1957,
eame as a great shock to his fam-
{ly, relatives and friends. The late
Mr. Haberlin had just returned
%o the manse from eonducting a
pre-Easter Service in his Church
when he suffered a heart attack
and died.

The deceased was born in Dun-
das, P.EI, on July 17, 1898, and
was the only son of the late Ed-
ward Haberlin and Effie Living-
stone. He received his early edu-
eation in the Abney School and
then went to Mount Allison Uni-
versity, Sackville, N.B., where he
obtained the degrees of Bachelor
of Arts and Bachelor of Divinity.
He later received his Master of
Arts degree from Yale Univer-
sity. As a minister in The United
Church of Canada he served on
the Bayfield, New Brunswick, and
Hampton, New Brunswick, charg-
es. He later held pastorates in
Stonington, Col cutt; -
burg; Pennsylvania; and Traf-
ford, Pennsylvania He also serv-
ed as a Chaplain in the United
States Army. About two years ago
he suffered a heart attack but
was given sufficient strength to
carry on the great work to which
he had given his life.
