The liberation of Paris had
been a certainty from the time
Gen Omar N. Bradiey turned
Gen. George Pation and s
tanks loose after the bold break-
out from the Normandy beach
head in the last days of July.

Paris was in the line of the
American adv an ce. Bradiey
knew that once the city was
liberated, the Allies would have
to take over the job of feeding
some 4,000,000 people. And
every ton of food delivered to
