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Will Celebrate
Golden Wedding
Anniversary

Thelr friends, who are legion, in
ir - native peovh‘mt o? Prince
ward Island, will be much in=
terested in a c event in the
lives of Colonel and Mrs. R. H.
Campbell, now residing at 640
Cornwall S8treet, Victorfa, British
Columbia, who on July 3rd will
observe no less an event than the
50th or “Golden” anniversary of
their wedding. Colonel Campbell
has had so much to do with the
educational, military and fraternal
life of the Island Province that
his fellow-Islanders at home, hear-
ing of approaching annivers-
ary, could not rest content to let
the notahle oteasion pass without
taking due cognizance of the
same,
Mr. Campbell was born at Mon-
tague, July 3rd, 1863, so that the
coming wedding anniversary will
also be on his birthday. In the
face of many difficulties he edu-
cated himself to be a teacher and
taught in a number of schools,
among them Georgetown Royalty,
Bridgetown, Lower Montague, West
Kent and Prince 8treet, in Char-
lottetowri; and in 1895 he became
Principal of 8Summerside High
8chool and continued in that pos-
ition for ten years. He then be-
came, for a time, editor of the
Pioneer and Island Farmer, Sum-
merside weekly newspapers, but
when opportunity offezed be-
come the Principal of West Kent
School in Charlottetown, he gave
up journalism for the work which.
by his training and experience hé
felt he was better fitted. He re-
mained in this position for several
years, resigning to take the hon-
ored position of Superintendent of
Bducation for the province and
labored with marki success to

Bdward Island.

It was during Mr. Campbell’s
first period of residence in Char-
lottetown that he b&énn his mili-
tary career by joining the 4th
Regiment of Canadian Artillery.
Upon moving to Summerside he
became identified with the splen-
did youth organization. of that
period known as the Boys’ Bri-
gade which has now been super-
ceded by the Boy 8couts. The
Boys' Brigade in Summerside was
under the leadership of Rev. J. M.
Withycombe, the then rector of
St. 's Anglican Church, Mr.
Campbell later joined “C” Co. of
the 82nd Battallon of Infantry. He
was the commanding officer of
this company for a number of
years, taking it each summer  to
{ts annual camp at Charlottetown.

the outbreak of the Great
‘War he received an appointment
to- the 85th Nova Scotia Battalion
and was instruc to secure re-
cruits in Prince Edward Island for
that unit. He s ed so well
that he and his men were detach-
ed from their battalion and form-
ed into the nucleus of that 105th
P.E.1I. Regiment. That body was
recruited to full strength, spent a
period of training at Valeartier,
Que,, and then proceeded to Eng-
land. Here it was found impos-
sible to take the regiment to
France as a body, so the officers
and men were used. to reinforce
battalions already in the line. Mr.
Campbell had been adranced to
the rank of Colonel and served
for a time as convov officer and
later saw considerable service
the front line with the Canadian
Engineers, acquitting himself with
much credit.
Following the Armistice and his
return to Canada he resumed his
duties as Superintendent of Edu-
cation in Prince Edward Island,
resigning later to move to the
Canadian West. He taught in the
High School at Wilkle, Sask., for
a year and then went to Powell
River, B.C., where he was Princi-
pal of the High School for seven
years, at the end of which period,
owing to serious illness he retired
and he has since resided in the
city of Victoria.

Mr. Campbell was married July
3rd, 1889, his wife belng the for-
mer Miss Ella J. Bulpitt, of Rose-
neath, The ceremony place
at the home of the bride’s parents,
Rev. Mr. Goldsmith being the of-
ficiating clergyman. The bride was
attended by her sg}'.er Lulu, now
Mrs. Cyrus Moore Unlon Road,
while the groom was attended by
his brother Ernest, now of Vic-
torla, who will be able to attend
the annilversary celebration. The
si% children of the marriage, all
born in P.E I, are now lf in
Western _Canada, George H., at
Ladner, B.C.; Ruth, now Mrs, W.
Wigginton, ab Red Willow, Aiber-
ta; Dorothy, now Mrs. R. Baker;
Lorma, now Mrs. E. Profitt; ®nid.
now Mrs. Norman Cary; and Er-
nest, all of Powell River, B.C.
